Monthly Meeting Minutes of June 22, 2010

Gambling – Lisa Blake:

Tony Henningson reported that he has talked with our CPA’s and the audit for year ending 2009 will be completed shortly.  Updating quickbooks and reworking some of the chart of accounts.  Catching up on payables and still receiving deposits from ice bills.  Craig Dokken informed the group of a sales tax issue we were recently made aware of with items sold in the concession stand.  CPYHA was to charge sales tax on items sold in the concessions stand, but we were never notified of this from our former accounting firm.  He has been working with the CPA’s on drafting a letter to the Department of Revenue.  We would agree to pay an estimated $12,000.00 in sales tax which would cover the previous 3 years.  We will need to work with the accountants on how to best to track and pay the sales tax before the season begins.  Prices of the goods sold will most likely see an increase in price.

David was wondering if the association is going to have the PeeWee C Outdoor Tournament.  David feels that the association should run it going forward.  Craig suggested that we table who runs the outdoor tournament until next month.
