Meeting was called to order at 6:35 P.M.

Minutes was presented.  No quorum present.

Richard announced that Elko Indar has fulfilled all the requirements and is now a club belonging to GBYSL.   Missy Price, UNR Soccer Head Coach, is looking for coaches to become evaluators for the ODP program.  The league is also looking for a grant writer.  Pam is scheduled to meet regarding the Mill Street field. Congress has yet to pass the bill for this project.  We need to raise $5million for the South Valley fields.  We are going to ask for donations from the local community after we raise some funds.  Tryouts are for U10 to U14 only.  Terrin Hadlock of Neusport, Las Vegas club, is going to bring two teams in the fall.  She will pay the $125 per player fee and not pay the independent fee.  Carson Futbol Club is rejoining our league.  Echo Loder will undergo some work and won’t be available this fall.  Rob Moreland will post the licensing information on the website. Annie Baxter is going to a class for youth module modification.  Next year she will go to the National Youth License and she can then teach youth module. The following information for the recreational coaches will be posted on the website:  Youth Module 1 I for U5 to U7, Youth Module 2 is for U8 and above while U10 to U14 need an E and D license.  

Vicki reported that online registration for the recreational division is now up and running.  Registration form has to be signed to formally register each player.  U10 to U14 won’t have player cards.  Competitive registration is similar to last year where each team has to meet with their Club registrar who in turn will turn in all the paperwork to Vicki.  Background check is required to all the new and returning coaches. The game days for all division will remain the same as last season.  Vicki asked the board for the proper steps for the coach to follow in the event they don’t have enough players.  The coach can forfeit the game and play friendly with the other team or on game day, borrow some players from the opposing team after notifying Vicki.  

Randy reported that there won’t be any interclub fees for any players registered to a club.  State run league is on hold.  New rules regarding tournament hosting is effective July 2010 and can be found on the state website.
