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Code of Conduct



The intent of this code is to guide and inform the hockey player of his/her responsibilities and privileges. By his/her own choice, it is up to the individual to become and remain a participant. All coaches and players are expected to accept the philosophy that participation is an opportunity, not a right and that all concerned are to abide by the policies stated in this document.  All coaches, players, parents and guardians are expected to maintain and demonstrate these attributes not only on the ice, but at all times during their association with Menomonie Youth Hockey Association.  

PLAYER RESPONSIBILITIES

The privilege of participating in the Menomonie Youth Hockey Association is extended to all students providing that they are willing to assume certain responsibilities.  Your greatest responsibility is to be a credit to your parents and community.  Remember, it is an honor and a privilege to participate in Menomonie Youth Hockey.  For every privilege and right you have, you also have a corresponding duty or responsibility.  Therefore, it is required that you: 

1. Always be a good sport. 

2. Respect your coaches, teammates, opponents, officials, and your parents. 

3. Be a team player. 

4. Work hard to improve your skills. 

5. Be on time for practices and games. 

6. Never argue with an official’s decision. 

7. Use language which is socially acceptable (swearing is prohibited). 

8. Respect our rink facilities (anyone deliberately causing damage will be responsible for the cost of repair and or replacement.)

9. Show concern for an injured player regardless of their team. 

10. Have FUN!!!

Hockey players shall be required to follow any rules set up by individual coaches (i.e. profanity, curfew, dress codes, and general conduct). 

PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS OF PLAYER RESPONSIBILITIES:

The penalties for violations of the above player responsibilities are as follows: 

1st Offense:  The hockey player will serve a one game suspension.  Only sanctioned games and tournament games will count toward said one game suspension.  The suspended player must attend all practice sessions during the period of suspension and will receive a letter explaining the issue. 

2nd Offense:  The hockey player will serve a three game suspension.  Only sanctioned games and tournament games will count toward said three game suspensions.  The suspended player must attend all practice sessions during the period of suspension.  The involved player and Parents will have a hearing with the MYHA Discipline Committee, made up of the President of MYHA, head of the coaching program, head of the officiating program, a coach of a non-involved team, and a non-involved parent.  The Discipline Committee, will determine if the penalties and/or needs are 

appropriate for the involved player. The Discipline Committee must consider the needs of the Association, the teams, and the individual along with the rules of play of the USA Hockey 

Association, when administering appropriate discipline in the manner that will help the offending player grow and develop. 

3rd Offense:  The player will be done for the remainder of the season.  The player and parents will meet with the MYHA Board to decide if further action needs to be taken.  The player’s family will not receive any reimbursement. 

The penalties for a violation of the Code of Conduct shall be applied immediately when discovered by the coach.  If the violation is being reported by a non-coach, the charge is to be verified in writing and shall be presented to the President of MYHA within 5 days of the offense.  The player will be provided a hearing as described above and informed of Hearing results at the outcome of the hearing. 

MAJOR VIOLATIONS

The following shall be considered major violations of the “Code of Conduct”. 

1. Alcoholic Beverages-The possession/or use/or sale of alcoholic beverages. 

2. Controlled Substances and Paraphernalia- The possession/or use /or sale of controlled substances and paraphernalia in situations other than specially prescribed by a physician. 

3. Tobacco-The possession/or use/or sale of tobacco products.  Use: Any form of use, smoking, chewing, etc…

4. Illegal Acts-Getting involved in illegal activities, such as (but not limited to) theft, burglary, vandalism, etc…

PENALTIES FOR MAJOR VIOLATIONS OF THE “CODE OF CONDUCT”


The use of alcohol, tobacco, and controlled or illegal substances is strictly forbidden.  A violation of this rule will result in immediate suspension until the Disciplinary Committee (along with the Board of Directors if deemed necessary), determines appropriate disciplinary action.  A violation of the code of conduct may result in suspension from one or more games, up to and including the remaining hockey season, or any other action deemed appropriate by the Disciplinary Committee. If the player is suspended for the rest of the season, reinstatement must be approved by the Board of Directors prior to the start of the next season.  The Board of Directors reserves the right to permanently suspend a player’s participation in MYHA.
