Bob Shuman, League Operations:  the following rule changes were voted on:

Should each association be required to field an ‘A’ team at the Bantam and PeeWee levels?  11 Yes, 3 No, 1 Abstained
Item 1:  Scheduling for Bantam A / PeeWee A / Girls 14UA / Girls 12UA.

Option 1:
Continue with current format (home/away) and add Girls 14UA / Girls 12UA if applicable (meaning if league team counts exceed 9)  12 Yes, 1 Abstained

Option 3:
Split associations into 2 divisions based on association size: (6 associations in one pool and 5 associations in the other pool).  5 Yes

Item 3:  Length of Games

Should Bantam B2/C levels be increased from 60 minutes to 75 minutes (3 – 14 minutes periods?  13 No, 2 Yes, 1 Abstained
Reduce the time allowed for warm-up from 5 minutes to 4.  Reduce the time between periods from 2 minutes to 1 minute.  Request the referees to pay closed attention to this rule.  12 Yes, 0 No, 1 Abstained
Item 3(A):  Length of Periods

Stop time for 1st and 2nd periods – running for 3rd period  12 No, 4 Yes, 1 Abstained
Item 4:  Overtime rule for District 6 league games:

Remove the overtime rule.  Games that end in a tie will remain tied – regardless of the amount of time remaining on the hour clock.  16 Yes,  0 No, 1 Abstained
Item 5:  Preliminary playoff overtime rules (excluding pool play games)


Option 1:  Keep the same (5 on 5, 4 on 4, 3 on 3, highest seed advances)  3 Yes

Option 2:  Same as above, except add a shoot out after third OT  1 Yes

Option 4:  5 on 5 period, followed by a 4 on 4 period, followed by a shoot out  12 Yes, 1                                               abstained

Item 6: Championship Round playoff overtime rules


Option 1:  Keep the same (no change)  2 Yes
Option 2:  Three OT’s (all 5 on 5).  After third OT, highest seed will determine seeding to regions  1 YES
Option 3:  Three OT’s (all 5 on 5), shoot out to determine winner  2 Yes
Option 4:  5 on 5 period, followed by a 4 on 4 period, followed by a shoot out  11 Yes, 1 Abstained
Item 7:  Revise playoff format

Option 2: Revise format to B2/C format  2 Yes, 1 Abstained
