Meeting Minutes September 12, 2007
1. Coaching Complaints: Glen brought up the issue of complaints against coaches and having a policy in force for handling parent – coaching issues.  He stated he has already fielded some complaints. The board noted parents and players must sign the code of conduct prior to being placed on a team along with their registration packet. The board incorporated the following steps for a complaint:
Complaints should first go to the team manager. The team manager should then discuss with the coach.  If the team manager is uncomfortable with handling the issue then they can address the issue with Dave Peel, VEHA’s Ace Coordinator.
If not resolved the complainant can put the complaint in writing and forward it to the team manager who will then forward it to VEHA’s Administrator.
The Administrator will review and bring the complaint to the attention of the Executive Committee and or Board as may be necessary.

Meeting Minutes October 23, 2007
· Coaches:  Barry pointed out we have an opening on the Coaching Committee, he would like the board to appoint a new member, additionally a question was brought up as to how many board members should be on the committee.   Glen requested the Coaching Committee give a monthly report to the board. Additional discussion followed as to VEHA’s authority over coaching issues and the general structure VEHA wanted and the chain of command regarding coaching issues. 
· Action Item:  Gary and Andy are to report back to the Board with an outline of how they want to structure the Coaching Committee. The Board will then review and draft an operating policy.
· Motion:  Andy Clark – to place 2 full page Ads up to $1000.00 highlighting the mini-mite and mite recreational programs and VEHA’s sponsorship donation to the program cost.  Second by Gary. Motion passed.    Sheryl requested to see ad before it goes to print.

Meeting Minutes November 27, 2007
· Election of Board President: Board discussion centered around what Board Members perceived the role of the President should be within the organization.  First and foremost the President should be a spokesperson for the Board. Additionally the President should lead the Board and organize the various committees, manage the work of the Board Members. Be visual at Board sponsored events.

Meeting Minutes January 9, 2008

· Banners: The board held a discussion regarding banners hanging in the two rinks. This year the CDYHL awarded banners to the top two teams in the league.  Discussion was whether the board should purchase a second banner so the team is recognized in both rinks. 
· Motion: Any VEHA who is awarded a banner in the league playoffs or CAHA Cup the board will approve the purchase of a second banner. Banners are to be displayed at both rinks.  Moved by Linda, second by Myron  - Approved

· The minimum amount for  a dasher board is $ 1500.00

· If a board is sold after December 1st the contract should be for 18 months and the price adjusted accordingly.   This will keep all boards on the same schedule and give board owners adequate time to pay for a renewal if the y want to maintain the board.

· Officiating Update: Michael requested to please be aware of single games in Eagle and requested those doing the schedule to please be aware of the issue.  Michael was invited to participate in next seasons scheduling meeting.
· WECMRD:  As stated in the February minutes Andy, Pat and other VEHA members attended the WECMRD Board meeting to discuss the future of the Red Wing Camp and the opening of the EPIR rink.  After the Board meeting Andy and Pat held a further meeting with WECMRD Director Steve Russell regarding the opening. Following the meeting between Steve, Pat and Andy, WECMRD sent VEHA a letter and included a draft Eagle Ice Rink Partnership Agreement between WECMRD and VEHA.

Motion: Add to the Eagle Rink Partnership Agreement an item stating: it is to the benefit of VEHA and WECMRD for VEHA to program and administer the WECMRD mini-mite, mite, and squirt recreational programs beginning with fall 2009.  Moved by Dave, 2nd by Andy – unanimous.

The Board requested a reply be delivered to WECMRD by Wednesday April 18th.

Meeting Minutes April 15, 2009
· Fund Raising:  Reiterated:  VEHA offers a 10% rebate up to but not exceeding the VEHA player fee to any VEHA member who brings in a new rink sponsor.

Pat stated a document of understanding has been reviewed by some VEHA Board members and the WECMRD Administration.
