PLAYING RULE MODIFICATIONS: 

 
As reported at the AGM, the OHA Board had approved a request by our 
Junior A category to modify a couple of playing rules that were adopted last 
year by the National Hockey League. 
 
The Board asked that I poll other categories to determine whether they 
have an interest in adopting these playing rules for the 2010-2011 season. 
 
The rules are as follows: 

 
Face-Off Location after Penalty:  
 
When players are penalized at a stoppage of play 
so as to result in penalties being placed on the 
penalty time clock to one team, the ensuing face-
off shall be conducted at one of the two face-off 
spots iƴ ǘƘŜ ƻŦŦŜƴŘƛƴƎ ǘŜŀƳΩǎ ŜƴŘ ȊƻƴŜΦ ¢ƘŜǊŜ ŀǊŜ 
only four exceptions to this application: 
 

1) When a penalty is assessed after the scoring of a goal (face-off at 
centre ice). 

 
2) When a penalty is assessed at the end (or start) of a period ς face-off at centre ice 

 
3) When the defending team is about to be penalized and the attacking players enter the 

attacking zone beyond the outer edge of the end zone face-off circle ς face-off in the neutral 
zone. 
 

4) When the team not being penalized ices the puck ς face-off in the neutral zone outside the 
blue line of the team icing the puck. 

 
If the stoppage of play is caused by the defending team (puck frozen along the boards, frozen by 
the goalkeeper, shot out of play, and the attacking team is to be penalized, the resulting face-off 
location shall be made at the nearest face-off spot in the defending zone. The only exception to this 
face-off location is, if prior to the stoppage of play for the assessment of the penalty, the non 
offending team ices the puck. The face-off then following the stoppage shall take place at one of 
the two face-off spots in the neutral zone near the defending blue line of the team shooting the 
puck. 
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Line Change on Icing: 
 
A team that is in violation of this rule shall not be permitted to make any player substitutions prior to 
the ensuing face-off. Should the offending team elect to utilize their team time-out at this stoppage of 
play, they are still not permitted to make any player substitutions. However, a team shall be permitted 
to make a player substitution to replace a goalkeeper who had been substituted for an extra attacker, 
to replace an injured player, or when a penalty has been assessed which affects the on-ice strength of 
either team. The determination of players on ice will be made when the puck leaves the offending 
ǇƭŀȅŜǊΩǎ ǎǘƛŎƪΦ 
 
The Board will approve requests on a category basis to ensure that each category has the ability to 
determine their position on this opportunity. 
 
I would request that each League Chairman poll their individual League, and report back to Scott 
Stevens with the results of your poll. 
 
The deadline for a response is Tuesday August 31st. 
 

 
 

CSA STICKERS ON HELMETS: 
Please be reminded of the New CSA Sticker Rule 3.6(b) for the 2010-2011 
season. 
 
The following is the OHA Officials Memorandum sent to all teams on 
January 25th 2010 with respect to the CSA Sticker policy. 

 
OHA Officials Memorandum  
CSA STICKERS on Helmets  
Player Equipment – Section 3.6 (b)  
January 25th 2010  
 
Attention OHA Officials,  
 
In accordance with Hockey Canada Playing Rule 3.6(b), all players, including goaltenders, are required 
to wear a CSA approved helmet to which a CSA approved facial protector must be securely attached and 
not altered in any way. Any alteration to a CSA approved helmet or facial protector automatically 
destroys the certification. All CSA approved helmets and facial protectors have a distinguishable CSA 
marking and this marking must be clearly visible and unaltered. Removing or covering the CSA 
identification constitutes an alteration.  
 
For all sanctioned OHF games for the remainder of the 2009-10 season, which includes but is not limited 
to exhibition games, regular season games, playoff games, tournament games, and OHF Championship 
games, the following procedure will be followed:  
 
If during the pre-game warm-up or at any time prior to the start of a game, a Referee observes any 
player, including goaltenders, wearing a non-certified helmet or facial protector, the team is to be 
advised that such equipment is not permissible and to correct it or change it before the initial face-off. 
The Referee shall report this incident on the back of the Game Report as per Hockey Canada Rule 3.6 
(b).  
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For violations after the initial face-off of the game, if a Referee makes the determination that any 
player, including any goaltender, is wearing a non-certified helmet or facial protector, he or she shall 
enforce Hockey Canada Rule 3.6 (e) Note 1 and Note 2 with further reference to Rule 3.6 (e) Situations 
млΣ ммΣ ŀƴŘ мн ƛƴ ǘƘŜ IƻŎƪŜȅ /ŀƴŀŘŀ wŜŦŜǊŜŜΩǎ /ŀǎŜ .ƻƻƪκwǳƭŜ .ƻƻƪ /ƻƳōƛƴŀǘƛƻƴ. If he or she is unable 
to make this determination, the Referee shall report this incident on the back of the Game Report and 
not remove any helmet or facial protector from the game.  
 
Guidelines for applications of stickers  
Guidelines for the application of stickers on CSA certified hockey helmets remain unchanged from the 
original direction issued by Hockey Canada. All players, including goaltenders, within Hockey Canada 
must wear a CSA certified hockey helmet and the CSA sticker must remain on the helmet at all times. It 
is the responsibility of the equipment user to ensure that throughout the life of the helmet the CSA 
certification is maintained. Furthermore, if the user decides to apply materials such as stickers then it is 
their responsibility to ensure that it meets approval of the helmet manufacturer. Hockey Canada 
hŦŦƛŎƛŀƭǎ ǿƛƭƭ ƴƻ ƭƻƴƎŜǊ ǊŜƳƻǾŜ ŀ ǇƭŀȅŜǊΩǎ ƘŜƭƳŜǘ Ŧrom play for the application of stickers. The addition of 
team stickers, provided that these do not cover the CSA Identification Mark, will be permitted. Note that 
this does not by any means allow for other alterations of the helmet of the facial protector. 
 
The following email was sent to all teams on Thursday January 28th stating the OHAΩs position on the 
matter for the remainder of the 2009-2010 season and moving forward to the 2010-2011 season. 
 
 CSA STICKERS  
On Monday of this week you received an email from us relative to the appearance of CSA stickers on 
helmets.  
 
While we support the requirement for the stickers and encourage compliance on behalf of all members, 
we also appreciate the reality, that in many cases these stickers may have been inadvertently removed 
by players without regard for their requirement.  
 
To that end, we have advised the OHF that the OHA will encourage their members to ensure the CSA 
certification stickers remain intact on all future helmet purchases, and instruct our officials to only 
report to us on the back of the game sheet on helmets that in their perception do not meet the

We have also advised the OHF that the OHA will strive toward full compliance by September 2010, and 
that any team representing the OHA/OHF in a national championship, i.e. Royal Bank Cup or Allan Cup 
will be fully compliant in 2009-2010 before they leave the branch.  
 
Please be advised of the policy and ensure your team is equipped for the implementation September 
2010. 
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CUT DOWN MODIFICATION: 
In our last bulletin, we highlighted the changes to our cut down procedure regulation I17 and I18 which 
was approved at the Annual Meeting. 
 
To recap, the new procedure would be as follows. 
 

 Jr. A ς December 1st. 
Jr. B ς December 2nd. 
Jr. C ς December 5th. 
Jr. Dς December 7th.  
 

Please note: Permission  to move the January 10th date has not be granted at this time by Hockey 
Canada. 
 
The December cut down poses no problem but because of the possible effect on player eligibility the 
modified January cut down dates must have Hockey Canada approval, because it would in fact render 
players released after January 10th eligible to register elsewhere, which violates a Hockey Canada 
regulation. 
 
I would also like to clarify that the adjustment of the date has no impact and does not alter OHA 
regulation L2, on overage. 
 
In order for an overage to be eligible to participate in the following season as an overage player , he 
must be registered with that team by December 1st of the previous season. 

 
FAXED IN REGISTRATION CARDS ς EMERGENCY ONLY: 
In an effort to make everyone's task a lot easier, we have accepted registrations by fax, providing there 
was IMMEDIATE follow up by courier or mail. Immediate means within 24 hours, via courier, or in 
person. 
 
We have encountered incidents of: 

 No follow up 

 Late follow up 

 People changing their minds while the card was still in their  

 possession after the original player had played 

 Improper filing of cut-down lists 
 

This convenience for you provides for a double workload in our office. The carding procedure actually 
takes twice as much time once submitted by FAX because we have to check and verify each card twice 
instead of once. 
 
We will continue, however, to serve you as best we can by FAX providing everyone can adhere to the 
following guidelines: 
1. Each registration, which is FAXED into our office, must be followed up with the original card and 
registration within 24 hours by registered mail, courier, or hand delivery. NO EXCEPTIONS! 
 
2. Appropriate releases, transfer applications, fees required, copies of birth certificates, etc., must be 
FAXED at the same time. 
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Failure to comply with the 24-hour deadline in item 1 will result in a team being fined $100.00. A 
second offence will result in a fine and/or player suspension. A third offence will result in the team 
losing its fax privileges.  
 
No more than 3 faxed in registration cards will be accepted at any one time, or in possession of the 
Registrar at any one time. DO NOT SEND IN YOUR INITIAL GROUP OF PLAYER REGISTRATIONS BY FAX. 
Remember ς Only a properly registered card, clearly stamped in the OHA office, can ensure that your 
player is covered by the Hockey Canada insurance policy.  

 
ENCROACHMENT POLICY: 
At the AGM a request was made to strike a committee to include membership representatives to 
examine the current encroachment policy, and make recommendations for approval as seen required. 
 
The Board has selected Murray Parliament of Port Perry junior C team to chair the committee. 
 
The committee will have representation from all categories. They will commence meeting in the Fall. 

 
EXHIBITION GAMES AND LEAGUE SCHEDULE CHANGES:  
Please ensure that you file your exhibition games with the OHA office, to ensure that officials are 
properly assigned. 
 
Teams playing exhibition games or attending tournaments in the U.S. are required to file for 
sanctioning with the OHA office, to ensure that the tournaments are U.S. Hockey sanctioned and that 
your insurance coverage is in place. 
 
Any changes to your League schedule must be filed with our office as well. Please do not enact the 
changes to the schedule through the Pointstreak system without notifying our referee coordinator. 
 
At times these changes are made on the web site without notifying Charlie, and because we work with 
the original schedules filed, the changes do not get to him to ensure officials are notified of 
cancellations and rescheduled games.

With respect to the Player Information Handbook, we would ask that you observe the following 
procedure: 
 

1. The O.H.A Players Handbook will be placed on the O.H.A website in PDF 
format. The location will be clearly identified with a button on the 
homepage.  
 

2. Each ǘŜŀƳΩǎ Prevention Service Appointee will receive an email with the 
following: 

- PDF of the OHA Players Handbook 

- Job description,  roles and responsibilities of the position  

- Time commitments  

- Self reflection  inventory  

- Suggested topics to cover during the team meeting  

- Team meeting - Powerpoint presentation that can be used during the team meeting 
with the players/team personal. 

 
3. Upon completion of the team meeting the Prevention Services Coordinator will direct each 

player and staff to the O.H.A website and instruct the players to complete the review of the 
handbook within two weeks of the team meeting. 
 

4. At the completion of the two week time frame the Prevention Services Coordinator will provide 
the team with a sign off sheet  having the players sign the sheet indicating that they have 
reviewed the contents of the book on the O.H.A website and agree to adhere to the Rules, 
Regulations and Policies of the Ontario Hockey Association. 
 

5. The Prevention Services Co-coordinator should retain the sign off sheets for future reference. 
 

6. The team should complete the distribution sheet acknowledging the team has followed the 
above steps and the players have indicated that they have reviewed the contents of the Players 
Handbook. 
 

7. Teams failing to follow the new procedure may be subject to fines and or suspensions.
