2011 Referee Points
1. SUBSTITUTIONS

a. Please enforce the proper substitution rules across all age groups in rec and club this year.

i. Own throw-in

ii. Goal Kick

iii. Kick-Off

b. All players need to learn the proper rules. We have not been consistent in applying them in the past which has caused great confusion.

c. In case of extreme hot weather, you can have agreement with coaches to sub more often to avoid the players becoming over-heated . 

d. AR’s – need to pay much more attention and control substitutions. In rec, too many coaches throwing subs on the field without referee being aware of it. 


2. Keep Fields running on Time

a. Referees are responsible for the field running on time. You start the game, time the game, and time halftime. 

b. Arrive to field 30 minutes in advance to check goals, equipment, check-in teams.

c. Check Safety of Goals – Do not play if goal is not anchored safely. Ask coaches and parents to secure goals or the game will not be played. 

i. District is stressing goal safety this year as there were deaths last year due to improperly secured goals. 

d. Club – these fields consistently run late. I assign club refs this year, if you run the fields late, you will not be ref’ing club games the following week. Be on time to the field, get the teams checked-in, start the games on time. 

e. Rec – these fields ran on time consistently last year. I appreciate the ref’s diligence in keeping the games on time. 


3. Notes from last year

a. No Metal Cleats (or metal tips) – One player participated in 5 games last year before his cleats were discovered. Too late for parents to return them. 

b. No jewelry of any kind 

i. If new piercing, they made the choice to get it. They cannot play if they do not take it out. 

ii. Power Bands or bracelets of any kind are not allowed. Other player’s fingers can get stuck in them.
iii. Hair – Nothing hard can be worn on the head including plastic hair bands or any kind of plastic or metal hair clip. Everything must be soft.
