Meeting with Your Team’s Parents
It is important that you meet with the parents of the players on your team at one of the first practices.  This tends to break the ice and let everyone know what is expecting in the upcoming season.  Here’s what to do:

1. Introduce yourself and get to know the players’ and parents’ names.

2. Discuss a schedule of practices for the rest of the season.  It’s best to keep the day, time and location as consistent as possible.  There is Academy session for all players on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Friday from 5-7:15.  
3. Discuss the GBYSL philosophy.  Our League exists for the players’ enjoyment, and our priorities are safety, fun and development.  Ask the parents to be good role models and demonstrate good sportsmanship for the kids’ sake.

4. Get Help if you don’t already have assistance, see if you can recruit a friendly Mom or Dad to give you a hand.  Finding a team Mom also helps to schedule snacks and assist you when phone calls need to be made.

5. Prepare the players and parents for the season make sure they are aware that they will need proper footwear (cleats are best), a ball and shin guards at every game and practice.  Also, make it clear that every child should bring an ample supply of water; this could be a safety issue.

By opening lines of communication and making parents ware of what they can expect in their upcoming season, you will make your job much easier and more enjoyable!
