Ice slots have been assigned to your team for the purpose of practices and games.  Pay careful attention to where these ice slots are located.  

I am sure that many of you are aware that ice costs contribute to a very large portion of our yearly expenditures.  For this reason, NO ice slots are to go unused.

It has been decided by the Express Board that any team that does not use their assigned ice will be warned the first time this happens.  If it happens a second time, an ice slot will be taken away from your team.

You may find it necessary due to tournaments or scheduled games that you have an ice slot that you cannot use.  We have plenty of teams that you can try to switch with.  In the event of a change your goal is to get back what you are giving up.  If you have a 70 minute slot ideally you would try to get back a 70 minute slot.  However, if this is not possible, every effort to avoid a lost slot should be taken.

In the event that you cannot make a change, you are to send Scott Dyball an email with date/time and location of ice slot.  A 7 day notice will be required for all ice slots that are being given back.  If less than 7 days notice is given, the team will be charged with a missed ice slot.  Games and tournaments are scheduled in advance so the 7 days should be more than enough time.  Scott shall assign returned ice slots to another team.

If you switch or give your ice slot to another team, an email MUST be sent to Scott so that the Master Ice can be kept up-to-date.

Please make sure that after the scheduling meeting for both the seeding round and the regular season you provide Scott with a list of your home games.
