Board Report

March 17, 2010

House coaches:  I have several candidates for house coaches for next season. The list is attached to this report.  I believe we should approve those that we can at this time.  Head coaches to receive half of player fee for compensation again this year.

ADM- March 28 is a meeting for ACE directors at Walker 3PM.  We will hear more about ADM implementation from Bob Mancini and hopefully more info for the coaches that can be used as we set up our 8U program format. It is my recommendation to have Tim O’Connell (head coach BT A travel) be our new ACE director for 10-11.  He will be attending the meeting along with Scott Jeffreys who I hope will be our lead ADM coach for mites.  A parent meeting should be held in April once we know format and program direction for those families moving into the 8U Mites. Suggested date would be April 14 or 15, 6:30PM PIC.
Move up ruling:  There will be request for players to play “up” to squirts next season.  I believe those 2nd year mites should be given an opportunity to do so.  This would be the 2002 birth year.  The mini mites should move into the Mite program (03-04) so as not to go back and repeat a cross ice program.  This will keep all skaters in GRAHA moving up to the next level and not feeling like they are taking a step back.  Once this is explained I believe the confusion will go away.  

Griffin jersey ideas- Jeff Rae at the Zone will have a mock up jersey and cost for us next month.  The Griffins would like to us to skate as the “junior” griffins complete with RBK jerseys and logo.  This would be a great thing if we can keep the cost in line with what we have budgeted.  More on this in April.  

Registration forms- All house forms will be out to parents this week. Hopefully we will begin to see early registrations.  This was delayed due to the ADM decision but forms and camp flyer will be in their homes by the weekend.

Ice contracts- We will not look at these until we see how the travel teams do. Once we see what teams we will have we will be able to look at our ice needs for next season. PIC ice remains $265 per hour which is a good thing for us.  Griffs went to $235 per hour.
