DEFINITIONS

Hat Trick – 3 goals in one game

Playmaker – 3 assists in one game

Zero Club – No goals allowed by a goalie playing in one complete game
According to USA Hockey rules, player awards are distributed under the following conditions:

1. The recipient is a registered USA Hockey player.

2. The game was in league competition (not scrimmage or exhibition) or a USA Hockey-sanctioned tournament involving only registered USA Hockey teams.

3. The game was officiated by registered USA Hockey referees.

4. Eligible player categories: All players Mite and above.

5. A readable copy of the score sheet with the players listed is required with the request.

6. Limit of ONE (1) of each award per player, per season.

Details for submitting for award:
Make a copy of the score sheet and highlight the player's name and number and note which patch the player earned. Place the copy in Bridgett Foster’s mail slot. Or you can scan and email the score sheet to me at dlcoakley@att.net.
The first deadline for submitting the score sheets will be December 1. You can expect to receive award patches a few weeks later.

If a player earns an award after the December 1 deadline, a separate grouping will be submitted toward the end of the season. You’ll receive an email with the deadline information.
