1) Hosting Sites

· Hope that we can increase U19 mid week games to 4 per team

2) League Schedule

· Senior teams 14 games per season (up 2 from previous year)

· Same format as last season

· U19 and U15 teams 16 games per season

· Idea that top 3 or 4 do not play bottom 3 or 4 (U19)

· Idea that top 2 or 3 do not play bottom 2 or 3 (U15)

· Will play this modified round robin format

· Attempt will be made to have schedule out March 31st
3) Budget

· Host site reimbursement

· 60$ per game hosted

· Will help encourage hosting 

· Mid-week games

· Add U15’s to mid-week schedule

· Use double headers at sites with both U15 and U19 teams as often as possible

· Teams should provide mid-week host dates and how far they are willing to travel ASAP

· Sites that are willing to host are encouraged to not all try to host on the same night as to avoid umpire issues as much as possible

· Mid-week games will be scheduled around high school exam time as long as exam weeks are provided 

· Talk of games starting earlier at certain sites if fields are available

· There will still be no games on the Victoria day holiday

· Teams are to reply if want to play
· This will allow for fewer mid-week games

· Note no extra games will be played by teams that play early
· Concerns were expressed as to the large increase in Sr. league fees
· The current fee is 1200$

· The fee was increased as the number of Sr. games were increased

· As well the Seniors had a deficit last year which used up all surplus money

· This number accounts for all fees and makes the seniors self sustaining

· U17 Festival

· 24 teams maximum

· 13 teams already committed 

· From August 6-9

· Each team will receive a minimum of 7 games

· The fee is 1250$ per team

· It is an international tournament with teams from USA, Canada, England, Australia and more

· Players receive a pass into the world tournament (Mon-Thurs of their competition)
· Players cannot turn 18 in 2007 (born 1990 or later)

· It is festival format so there is no championship

7) Coaching Clinics

8) Umpire Clinics 
· 4-5 New Level 1 Umpire clinics will be offered this year
· East Region, West Region, North Region and Central Region to be offered
· Dates are not finalized but currently we are looking at Durham April 26-27, Peterborough TBA, Guelph April 29, Hamilton (Mac) TBA
· Also looking to add an OUA clinic (1st weekend in March)
· All evaluations to be held the first 4 weekends of season
· Level 1 recerts and Level 2 umpires will receive letter telling the time and date of their clinics and evaluations
· Currently the level 1 recert will be held in the Sports Alliance Building on May 6th in the AM and the level 2 recert will be held in the PM
· All on field evaluations will be held the first four weekends of the season
· Level 3 and Level 4 clinics will be held together
· The level 3 and 4’s will start to mentor lower level referee’s this summer
· Umpires eligible for level 3 this season will participate in a “pilot version” of this curriculum to be delivered by the internationally rated officials
· New level 1 clinics will cost 100$ and recertification clinics 50$
· If clubs want to have an apprentice clinic please email Roxanne Curtis
· Minimum of 6-8 ppl is preferred
· Cost is a flat fee of 100$
· Six Nations is currently hosting a clinic Fri Feb 16 from 5:30 to 8:30 if you are interested in attending it please contact them
