Joint Hockey Committee Meeting Minutes:  Email from Crosby board member not wanting to merge at the Squirt Level.  
Open Discussion between board and Association Members Present:  Discussed out of all the Squirts, how many are from each association to field a possible “A” team?  Brandon Anderson posed the question on how we figure out how to field an “A” team.  He respects the parent’s fear of the commitment by their child at this age and riding on the hockey bus for long periods of time.  Jim Lelwica:  Why are we doing an A team at the Squirt Level?  Are we doing it just to say we have a team or what is the purpose?  Chris Boelter:  We don’t have an “A” level of competition in our association.  But we do need to build to it.
