There will be four Board Position open April 2011
· President:  this person is to promote youth hockey, set in meetings, organize an agenda, maintain contact with all members, direct meetings, gather data, seek information from membership, oversee: fundraising, fall registration & end-of-year banquet, attend District 5 meetings, sign MAHA documents, correspondence, have contact with the City of Richmond and River Lakes Arena, carry out Bylaws, attend meetings concerning youth hockey, make recommendations, coordinate with the ice coordinator on city ice negotiations and serve on the RLS board as president or vice president every other year.
Treasurer: this person is to promote hockey, utilize Quick Books to manage all bookkeeping, cash receipts and check generation, as well as attend and participate in River Lakes East Board meetings on a regular basis.
· Fundraising Coordinator:  this person is to coordinates the Fundraising Committee and all fundraising activities and participates in River Lakes East Board meetings on a regular basis. 

· Team Manager Rep: this person is responsible for training all Team Managers & organizing and collection of the Volunteer Hour Program and participates in River Lakes East Board meetings on a regular basis.
Home/Away Tournaments

Parents are expected to fill the hours of their home tournaments so please keep Friday, Saturday and Sunday open to be available to your team.

We would also appreciate if you keep from having any team parties on your own week-ends, please try to look at this- as we have invited other teams to visit our home arena and town- so we should treat this as if we invited them to our home.  If you do not work your hours you will be charges $20 per hour that you have not fulfilled.  You are required to fill your 6 hours or as many as needed and no one is excluded from this.  Coaches may include the hours that they have on the bench during their games.  If a team has more that 3 coaches – only 3 will be allowed to get the hours on the bench since only 3 coaches are allowed on the bench at one time.

If for any reason- your team’s home tournament is canceled.  You must fulfill your tournament hours at another tournament.
Home tournaments are scheduled but the teams need to help in getting the home tournaments filled. River Lakes Inc. (East & West) has paid for one away tournament. Teams are welcome to attend other tournaments at the team’s expense.

You will be provided with a Volunteer Card that you and you alone are responsible for.  If you lose this card you will receive another one and start over.  You will be given more information on the Volunteer Cards at the Kick-Off Meeting and your first Team Meeting..  If you do not get your hours in during the hockey season, you will be billed at the end of the season at $20 an hour.

ALL parents MUST volunteer 6 hours or more for their child/ren’s home tournaments.  All hours must be filled.   If you do not volunteer at your child’s tournament you will be billed 6 hours at $20.00/hour.  Board approval must be sought for each individual family not able to work the tournament for hardship reasons only.

Squirt Teams and up are required to work your own tournaments- you may have to work additional hours to fulfill your tournament.

Let your team manager know when you have earned hours and the activity and he/she will verify and track your hours.

Ways to earn hours:

· Medical personnel are always in need for all home tournaments.  This includes:  MD, LPN, RN,EMT and FIRST RESPONDERS 

· Run the Time Clock, penalty box, announce during home games and keep scorebook. See your child play on the other side of the arena.  If you need training in these areas- just ask a Board member or your Team Manager and we will get you the training needed!  It’s pretty easy!

· Assist with fundraising!

· Fill one of the open positions available.

· Work at summer functions, parades, puck shoots, Rockfest next year.

· Help out with the year-end meetings, kickoff meetings, the cash raffle social

· Things that benefit the whole association – not just your team

You may NOT earn hours: hosting parties for your team or making posters for hotel room doors for your teams away tournaments.

TEAM MEETINGS


To facilitate better communication within the teams and the Board we have designated the first team practice of each Month for the team meetings.  

The Meeting has many purposes.



This is the time to ask any questions you have of the coaches regards to the teams or games, etc.  This is also the time that if the team has issues that need to be resolved to resolve them.  If a team desires to have a Board member there to clarify something, that can be arranged.  Be sure to contact the President as soon as possible to arrange this.


These meetings should not have to last more that fifteen minutes.  It is our responsibility to clear out of the locker rooms thirty minutes after completion of on ice activities.


The very first meeting would be a good time to introduce yourselves to each other and offer help with team activities such as transportation to practices and games.  Please speak up if you do not have internet access so that a team member can pair up with you and keep you informed of the schedule and other changes.

Jersey Care

Please make sure jerseys are washed on a regular basis.  Wash in cold water and either line dry or tumble dry on low heat.  This will help in keeping the high cost of purchasing jerseys down.

*Please remember that for Squirt levels and up these jerseys are Game Jerseys and NOT practice jerseys.

*The jerseys need to be hung between uses. Please DO NOT just throw them in the hockey bags!!

*At the end of the season it is a must that the jerseys get turned in at the banquet.  If for some reason you cannot make it to the banquet, they need to be turned in prior to the banquet.  Please leave “stop” signs on the jerseys.  This will, in return, reduce the wear and tear on them.  Also, please make sure the jerseys are CLEAN when they are turned in.

*If we each do our part to take care of the equipment, they will last much longer.

Policy adopted by RLS  Board of Directors in 2001

Policy Statement:

The RLS association will support fair ice time for all players.  Coaches are encouraged to use their best efforts to give ice time fairly to all players on their team.

Meaning of “Fair Ice”

“Fair Ice” does not mean – “Equal Ice” in each game.  The flow of the game, penalties, power plays and penalty killing may occasionally result in unequal playing times in a particular game.  In addition, some teams may carry two lines of defense and three lines of forwards.  Further, coaches may choose to use certain players during the last few minutes of a close game to give the team its best chance to win.  This could result in some players finishing the game with more ice time than other players.  On the other hand, coaches are encouraged to fully use all players.  Use of the Players in “Specialty” situations (e.g. power play, penalty killing, etc.) develops CSAH players and is strongly encouraged.  For these reasons ice time may not be equal in each and every game but should be roughly equal over the course of the season.

Grievance Procedure:

If at any time a parent or guardian has questions or concerns about disciplinary actions of methods taken by the head coach, they shall first address the concern in writing to the head coach.  The coach shall respond within three days of receiving the letter.  Parents, guardians or relatives are asked not to approach any coach in any arena on game day with disciplinary concerns and to do so only in an appropriate setting and at a reasonable time.

If after a meeting with the head coach the grievance is not satisfied the disciplinary review committee consisting of a Board member, coaching coordinator, parent, team manager and a Bantam level player shall convene to hear the grievance.  This committee is empowered by the board of directors to rule on disciplinary actions which the parent or guardian sees as unusual of unfair to the player. The committee’s decision shall stand as final in the resolution of the hardship.

2010 Recording Devise Policy:  RLS passed a rule that No Recording Devises are allowed in the locker room!!!!!!!!!!!!

· 1st offense – Verbal warning

· 2nd offense – Sit one period of a game

· 3rd offense -  Sit one game

RIVER LAKES EAST 
FUNDRAISERS

Welcome back to the hockey season!  As many of you know, fundraising is a very important part of our budget.  Our goal is to keep the hockey fees as low as possible and affordable to all.  In order to have a successful fundraiser; we need everyone’s participation, cooperation and lots of volunteers!  Here is your chance to make a difference!

Throughout the hockey season, we have a few fundraising events.  Two of these fundraising events are mandatory for each family to participate in:

1. Calendar Raffle: Each family is required to sale these calendars.  It is vital that we sell all of them, so this year they will be divided amongst the families.  Each Termite/Mini Mite is required to sell 5 calendars per skater, Mites are required to sell 12 calendars per skater and Squirt levels and above are required to sell 25 calendars, not to exceed 25 per family (we will be printing 2250; the cost of the calendars is $20 each.  It is also expected that each family will be pre-paying for their calendars and the checks will be held until December 1st.  This means that when you sell a calendar, if the buyer is writing out a check, that check should be written out to you; they do NOT write the check out to RLS East.  If a member has a bad check come December 1st, their child/children will be pulled from the ice until it clears.   The calendars will be available for sale mid-October.
2. Cash Raffle Ticket: These will go on sale towards the end of the season, somewhere around the second week of February.  Each family that has a Termite/Mini Mite/Mite will be required to sell 1 cash raffle ticket.  All players Squirt/10U and above will be required to sell 2 tickets.  
As stated earlier, fundraising is a big part of our association; we are always looking for new ideas.  If you would like to see a change in the fundraising events, we are always looking for volunteers to serve on the fundraising committee!  Please give anyone of the board members a call, and volunteer your services!

River Lakes Hockey Tryout Information

This is an exciting time as well as a stressful time for players, parents, coaches, and evaluators.  The purpose of this information is to clarify the try-out process so that this time can be more positive and less frustrating.

First, the players- tryouts are a time to show off your ability, attitude and hockey knowledge.  Each of these will be observed and evaluated when trying out for a team.  Second, for the parents- this is a chance to talk with your child about the upcoming season and your goals for them regarding hockey and overall success in life.  Try to listen to your child and remain supportive through this process.

Coaches also need to this time to prepare for the upcoming season and finalize practice plans and schedules.  Finally, for the evaluators- the tryout period requires a lot of time and effort.  They need to determine which players have the best hockey ability; knowledge of the game and attitude dedicated to hard work.

The ultimate goal of the tryout process is to allow evaluators an opportunity to determine which players should be placed at the appropriate level for their ability and benefit of the team.  Evaluators have been selected based on experience and will make informed decisions based on what they observe at try-outs.

If a player missed tryouts for any reason- they will be put on the lower of the teams until they are evaluated.

The Player development committee hopes this letter helps you feel more informed about the expectations for all people involved in this process to begin the River Lakes hockey season.

RIVER LAKES EAST BOARD OF DIRECTORS WOULD LIKE TO STRESS THE IMPORTANCE OF ALL HOCKEY PLAYERS TO BE WEARING THE PROPER SAFEY EQUIPMENT!

No player will be allowed on the ice a non-clear attached mouthpiece.

As stated in the District 5 Handbook- page 5-6 under “Play of the Game”

A.  All players must wear full internal attached mouth pieces.  If not, the player will be accessed a misconduct penalty.  If a player receives a second mouthpiece penalty in the same game, the player will be accessed a game misconduct penalty. (which is: Ejection from the game and the following league game)

B.  Although neck guards are no longer required, River Lakes East Board strongly encourages all players to wear them.

C.  All players on the bench must wear their helmets at all times, weather in uniform or not.

Sportsmanship Award

To the player whose qualities of being a good sport are conducted both “on” and “off” the ice by their example of abiding by the rules and accepting victory or defeat graciously and showing respect for all that were involved.
