Timekeeper (clock) - Home games only
Enters appropriate data on scoreboard

· Run the time clock

· Warm-up time

5 minutes

· Three periods

12 minutes each

· Between periods
1 minutes

· Enter goals on scoreboard

· Enter penalties on scoreboard

Penalty Box Attendant – Home and Away games
Maintains Penalty Box

· Verifies that iced pucks are available before game starts

· Opens and closes penalty box door when appropriate

· Alerts player and opens door when penalty is over

Scorekeeper – Away games only
Before the game:

· Obtain score book and from team manager

During the game:

· Record goals and penalties as information is received from game referee
After the game:

· Calculate fair play points

· To earn a fair play point :

· A team PIM not exceed Fair Play equivalent/PIM threshold – [Level __:  ## minutes]
· Proper coach conduct (no game or match penalty)

· Proper fan conduct

· Is present in locker room during ‘gear off’ time Players are to be dressed in street clothes before Zamboni finishes ice scrape

· Return key to ice arena employee
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
