· Eric Reed announced that the Budget will be voted on at the July Board Meeting.
· A quorum will  be necessary, a count of attendees of those present was taken

· Development Academy

· New procedures and a new DA Administrator, Melissa Riemer, are in place for 2010-2011.

· Adidas Relationship

· Promotional dollars available to MYS under the terms of the 2009 uniform contract have been calculated.  Maureen Dalbec will coordinate future use of this credit for purchase of club needs.

· Bill Harte, MYS’ Adidas representative, will coordinate the use of (4) DC United tickets as part of this contract.
· Employment Matters

· June 14 MYS held a meeting with the professional coaches and trainers to explain the new arrangement.

· A payroll service provider will be hired by MYS to take over this function.

· Employment Practices Committee has been formed:  Suzanne Deitch, Peter Freire, Markus Rodlauer, David Sterling and Eric Reed have volunteered to e on this committee.  Additional board volunteers are welcome.

Travel Report:  Dean Cretsinger, Director

· Proposal to Form New MPS Silver Teams 

· Green, White and Gold teams had very strong tryouts in rising U12 Boys and Girls.

· The technical staff evaluated the remaining players and concluded they would be competitive in the ODSL and recommended their creation.

MOTION:  To permit the formation of one Boys and one Girls team in the rising U12 age group.  Both teams will play in the ODSL in the Fall of 2010.  
After BOD discussion, the MOTION was approved and it was noted that these teams will only be created for a single year until the team rosters increase to full-sided play.  Technical staff and Travel director agreed to this and will communicate to the families on the Silver teams.

· Financial Aid Program – Modification to Development Academy 
· Dean Cretsinger propsed the following motions                     

MOTION:  To permit the Financial Aid applications and scholarship requests for the MYS Development Academy Program to be processed and awarded by the Travel Director with input from the Academy Administrator and Academy Technical Director and within the budgetary constraints of the Development Academy program and MYS Financial Aid Guidelines. 
After BOD discussion, the MOTION was approved and it was noted that: 
"Approval of all aid awards remain subject to the approval of the MYS Board Chairman."     
· One Year Field Waiver for the MYS Development Academy

MOTION:  To permit the MYS Development Academy to waive its share of the Field Development Initiative (FDI) & Field Depreciation Fees from the Development Academy’s 2010-2011 Budget.

  After Board discussion, a Friendly Motion was made to restate the motion.

Motion to restate the MOTION was approved.
MOTION:  To Award the MYS Development Academy a $15,000 grant from MYS funds to subsidize registration costs for the Development Academy players.

After BOD discussion, the Motion to award the DA a $15,000 grant was approved.

· MYS PSA Summer Camp Registration Summary

· 249 players are registered for PSA Summer Camp as of June 28, which is exactly in line with last summer’s registrations at this time.

· Promotions to the club members continue to bring in additional registrations.

· The week of June 21st was canceled due to late public school closings for the summer; camp just began June 28th.

· Season Recap

· The House Season 
· Concluded with playoffs for U10/11s on June 12

· We were able to reuse the trophies not distributed in November due to weather cancellations.
· The SFL 
· Playoffs were held June 12/13, and MYS hosted 8 divisions.  

· 29 of the 47 teams played in the Finals rounds in the tournament, and there were 6 Girls Champions and 6 boys Champions, 3 Girls and 5 Boys Finalists, and 4 Girls and 3 Boys teams who placed 3rd.  
· The Champion teams came from U12 Girls and Boys, U14 Girls and Boys, and U16 Girls and Boys.
· There was a marked increase in the number of red cards given during the SFL season, which prompted a letter from the Commissioner to all Club Reps.
