Travel Report:  Marcus Rodlauer, Deputy Travel Director
· Tournament Proposal for 2011
· A tournament concept proposal was distributed to the Board in advance of the meeting.
· Start with a medium sized tournament of 3-4 age groups

· Emphasize the “McLean Tournament” as a high quality tournament based on Competition, Referees, Fields and Organization

· Several 2011 possible dates were discussed

· Fairfax County deadline for club tournament applications is September 30. 2010
· Deposit needed of $15 per team

Field Development Report:  Rich Maresco and Bill Gray, Directors
· Linway Terrace

· Mini grant of $150,000 funded to Park Authority

· Construction started in mid-August
· More drainage needed than originally thought

· Field will have lines for all sports and be larger than normal (120 x 70)

· Relocation of bat house is planned

· Springhill 7

· Supervisor John Foust, Dranseville District,  has supported this
· Park Authority will take MYS request to their board in September

· Field construction will be incorporated into parking lot construction with goal to have field completed by July 31 and ready for play.

· Field will be largest at 75 x 120

· Extensive landscaping will be needed as buffer along Spring Hill Road

· Langley Fork

· Field supported by John Foust

· County still working on land swap with National Park Service

· Field could be 2-3 years off

· McLean High School

· Proposal with Principal Deborah Jackson and Athletic Director Tom Herman to turf stadium field

· McLean High School Boosters supports sharing field and would have to raise funds to contribute

· Langley High School

· Will pursue turf development on their own

· Lewinsville Park #3
· Turf discussions may begin in August
· Lewinsville Park #2

· Will need to be returfed in 2012-2013

Motion to:  

1) Request the Board to approve a budget of $840,616 for the design and construction of a synthetic turf field at Linway Terrace Park which includes $75,000 for project contingency. The project will be funded by a $150,000 grant from Fairfax County and $690,616 cash payments by MYS. 

2) Request the Board to authorize Rich Maresco and Bill Gray to approve expenditures from the project contingency not to exceed $2,500 individually and $10,000 in the aggregate. Any individual expenditure exceeding $2,500 or aggregate expenditures in excess of $10,000 will require Board approval. 

 

3) Authorize Rich Maresco and Bill Gray to pursue a Mastenbrook Grant for $10,000 to offset the cost of the field improvements at Linway Terrace.   
Motion was seconded and after Board discussion, the Motion was approved unanimously.

· August 16, registrations total 404 players, which is close to the number from 2009
· Last week of camp will be the week of August 23; reminders to all players about the last week have been emailed thru Constant Contact.

· Maureen Dalbec suggested that there be a meeting to review the camp as a way to make improvements for next year.

· Fall 2010 Registration Summary 
· Fall registrations have consistently been running ahead of Fall 2009.

· Registration for all programs totaled 2855 as of August 17.

· Monday Night Training registrations are also about 30 ahead of Fall 2009 and Spring 2010 numbers at the same time in pre-season.

· Executive Committee has approved the report on Codes of Conduct that was provided to the Board as means of information only.

New Business:

· SFL Report

· Jane Scott Jones reported that MYS registered 44 teams this Fall; 47 were registered in Spring 2010.
· Randy Fama will be handling the individual team rosters this Fall and Jane will continue to handle SFL issues

· MYS Senior Tee Shirts

· Jane Scott Jones facilitated the distribution of 128 Senior Recognition t-shirts to players who graduated on Travel, MPS and SFL teams.  Slogan - Still Kicking After all These Years
· Referee Report 

· Ray Crawford reported that 27 new referees were trained in this summer’s class.

· Spring 2010 – 90% coverage of all games according to Arbiter; however this does not take into account referees who did not show to do their games

· Paul Best, MYS Board Member, would like to schedule meetings once per month to further train referees.

· CIA-Adult League – MYS Senior Referees are doing these games
· Fields Report 

· Monday Night Training will begin at 4:00 PM this Fall at Lewinsville Park, Field #2; previously it has started at 5:30 PM

· Parents were notified in July and new times were posted on the website by Club Administrator

· Tues and Thursday are the most popularly requested practice days

· It is very hard to coordinate all the requests from the professional staff

· WAGS has formed a new Championship League
· Their budget includes renting the Maryland Soccerplex
· Nationals

· Jane Scott Jones attended Nationals as VYSA’s State Rep for the Dragons

· Strikers won 6 out 7 games and made it to the finals
MYS Board Moved into Executive Session at 9:05 PM
Upon ending the Executive Session and returning to the Board meeting, the Treasurer thanked the Vice Chairman, Peter Freire, for his time and efforts reviewing MYS bank statements, check copies, and reconciliations from April 2009 through May 2010 and his on going efforts in this area.  

The Treasurer then introduced the following motion:  

Resolved, that the Fiscal Year 2011 Operating and Capital Budget (version 1.0, attached) is hereby approved.  In accordance with transactional authorities delegated by the Board, the Treasurer and others are authorized to transact business on behalf of MYS to the extent set forth therein.  The Treasurer is authorized to exceed individual budget line expenditure limits by up to the lesser of $10,000 or 10% of an expense line’s annual budget in order to ensure the orderly execution of MYS’s business activities.  The Treasurer shall provide the Board a summary of actual operating results compared to the Budget on a semiannual basis during FY 2011 and provide operating updates at least quarterly.  

The motion was seconded.  After a brief presentation by the Treasurer and discussion by the full board, the motion was approved unanimously by the board members present.  

There being no further business before the Board, the Chairman adjourned the meeting at 9:55
