2010 - 2011 Hockey Season

My husband Jim and I are the coordinating the activities of the Buffalo Boys Hockey Booster Club.  I will be sending emails to you about  activities, events and volunteer opportunities throughout the season.   We need everyone's help to make this season a great experience for the players and their families.  If you know of any hockey parent that is not receiving my emails, please have them call me at 612.554.8326 so that I can add them to my email group.   
The booster club's purpose is to provide support to the Buffalo High School Boys Hockey teams. The Booster Club supports the team by providing items that are not covered by the school's athletic budget.  Items such as warm-ups, buses to tournaments, activities such as parent night etc.  Each family of a varsity or junior varsity hockey player is required to pay a $150 booster club fee.  We will collect this fee at the parent meeting following team selection in November.   
In addition, during the year we have various fund raising activities such as the summer tournaments and selling posters of the Varsity Hockey Team.  Our largest fund raising activity is the game program.  This fund raiser is required for all players on both the Varsity and Junior Varsity team.  Attached you will find a letter explaining the fund raiser and forms to be used in soliciting ads/sponsorships. 
The deadline for the ads/sponsorships is November 1, 2010.  Each player is required to sell $350 in ads/sponsorships, no exceptions.  If the ads are not sold, you must pay the remaining unsold amount.  Players/Parents who do not meet the required $350 will be billed for their proportionate share of expenses paid on behalf of their skater.  Many parents/players sell more than their $350 worth of ads.  You can eliminate the $150 booster club fee if you sell at least $500 worth of ads.  Any amount over $350 will be applied to the booster club fee.  Pam Thomas has volunteered to coordinate the program this year.  She will be sending out information soon.  Start early getting commitments from Buffalo area businesses!
