T-Ball Rules


· Home team supplies game balls
· 3 innings
· If there is a game following your game you may not start an inning after 1.5 hours.  Games must end 30 minutes before the next game.
· Bat the lineup each inning (all players bat every inning).
· No base stealing
· One base advance per hit.  On the last batter of the inning everyone on base plus the hitter runs all the way home.
· Base coaches umpire for their own team when batting.
· Towards the end of the season coach pitches to their own team (best to play with 3 balls to keep the game moving)
· Player gets 6 pitches (approximately) then bring out the tee – No Strike Outs
· Team on offense supplies parent/coach to backup catcher when coach is pitching, or to help out batter with tee when tee is in use.
· Catcher gives balls to parent who throws back to coach pitcher
· All players on the field
· Parents allowed to coach from outfield to help defense.
· Substitution:  It is preferable that players spend no more than 1 inning on the bench at a time.

Coaches should use their collective judgment to solve problems that arise.  Generally we are trying to keep games moving and let as many kids as possible bat and play in the field.
