Information:

• This tournament will be the most competitive early season tournament, kicking off the 2012 college recruiting 
season. Teams will be accepted based on the quality of the team. Again this year we are limiting the field at the 
U19 and U16 levels to raise the quality of play in the tournament. If you are putting together a team for this 
tournament or a new team, please provide information on the players, team and other information that will help us 
assess the quality of the team. 

• Returning Teams: Teams who participated in the 2011 tournament and have been invited to return, must confirm 
by March 1; after that date teams will be accepted until the tournament is full.

• Unique format allows teams to play many teams during the tournament in high paced games, perfect for early 
season play, and with the endorsement of all the college coaches. All teams are guaranteed 6 games; 7 for those in 
the finals. Semi finals and consolation games on Sunday. You should plan on being in VT on Thursday eve, as 
games start first thing Friday morning; games will conclude by 2PM on Sunday.

• Teams interested in arriving a day (or more) early can obtain practice ice time at the University of Vermont by 
contacting rinkscheduling@uvm.edu or Cairns Arena 802-658-5577.

• Rosters and schedules distributed to college coaches for recruiting. Over 100 college scouts representing over 60 
colleges attended last year, representing every major DI and DIII college and every conference.
