COMMUNICATIONS / WEBSITE

· We just completed our 2nd year with our website. Our vendor TST  Media continues to upgrade and add features to our base template.  Our web can be linked to facebook, twitter, photo gallery update and much more

· Individual team pages are still under utilized. Program directors have been working with coaches and team managers to see if we can’t get more of them involved. 

· We are looking at features of other technology companies that link a website with registration, team pages, social media, field scheduling etc… Currently we have to use multiple vendors.

BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT

· David Duea, our Director of Business Development, has been working on the development of a uniform sponsorship package and is currently in discussions with several potential businesses.  If anyone has any leads or information that could help this effort, please let us know.

REGISTRATION

· Doing double and triple duty for our club again this year, our Registrar Cheryl Mercuri continues to streamline our registration process, deal with the state, district 3, coaches, software vendor  and still has time to carpool her daughter around the sound.  With the state calendar changing the past couple of years, it has been difficult to arrange Premier tryouts, HSC registrations etc.   Our registrar continues to manage continual improvement in spite of the curve balls that are constantly  thrown our way.  FYI, our club has grown  from 886 players in 2004 to over 1650 this year.
TOURNAMENTS AND SPECIAL EVENTS

· StannoTyee Cup: Our tournament Director Janet Leverett did an outstanding job this year.  .  With over 90 teams participating in our tournament, this one event has a large impact on the economy of Gig Harbor over the 3 days in which it is held.  We need assistance (field cost reduction) from our local partners to help keep this event financially viable and able to return on a yearly basis

· Auction:  Another great event this year.   Great sponsors, fantastic baskets (thank you teams), dancing with the Shy Boys, and best of all, we raised over $40k for our field development project.  

For 2011, we already have in place our Tyee Cup director, but will be looking for a new team for the Auction / Big Event.

· Even though we were able to get 51 new referee’s certified we found that due to all the new leagues the kids participate in that we need to find other avenues to get referee’s. 

Continue to certify:

· Harbor Soccer club will be unable to have a recertification clinic this year. But is looking forward to hosting one if not two new certification clinics next year.

Things we need to work on:

· We are looking at ways to better the system for coaches and referee’s, meaning finding a way to have the coaches make game reports on the HSC website. This way the club has something they can use as a cross reference for all their matches.

The reasons are as follows: 1.To confirm the referee is showing up for the match.                                   2. To let the coaches tell us how the referee was, and was the referee in   proper uniform, did the referee know the rules, etc.                                       

· We also need to re evaluate the referee rates for all the matches including the FC program.

· And finally find a way to minimize the game changes, this was a huge problem this year. I’m pretty sure almost every team in the club has an assistant coach that can fill in if the head coach can’t be there.

· Last but not least I would like to thank everyone for being patient and understanding of this position and am hoping the new VP of referee’s has just  as much pleasure as I have working with all of you. Thank you all.

ACADEMY DIRECTOR REPORT

MICRO DIRECTOR REPORT

Registration:

· Registration opened April 1st for the second year in a row.

· Our advertising strategy consisted almost exclusively on viral marketing to our membership and school flyers.  

· Registration Fee remained the same for the past three years at $110. 

· 218 4-5 yr old boys and girls participated in the Micro Program – a 6% increase in registration from 2009.

· 29 coaches – special thanks to Cheryl Graf and the Mercuri family for each coaching two teams this year! 

Training/Games:

· Micro training sessions were primarily held at Discovery Front M-F.  

· Training sessions were also wedged into Harbor Heights, Artondale, Kopachuck and GHHS Baseball field.
· The annual Jamboree was held on Sunday September 13th on the Upper Goodman Field.
· Games were held the next eight Sundays.  
· Although we had some track flooding issues, the fields themselves held up very well throughout the course of the season.
Coaches Module Training:

· Once again, John Wedge held a U6/U7 coaching module for all new and/or returning coaches.  

· We utilized the Boys and Girls Club for the class room portion of the training.

· Approximately 40% of Micro coaches attended.  

· Thanks to John for working this module training into his schedule.

Academy Training:

· James Ritchie from the Kitsap Pumas again held weekly academy-style training sessions.

· Each week, James worked on a new skill for all 218 kids prior to their scheduled game.

· The goal of these training sessions was to supplement their normal weekly training, as well as provide new coaches with some ideas on how to run a successful practice session.  

Concessions:

· Partnered with The Red Card Café  (Johan Mejia) to set up a concession trailer during the Micro Jamboree and subsequent game days.

· For a variety of reasons (product offering, weather, advertising), we did not get the response to justify the expense of transporting and manning the stand.

· New board position for 2011 – Coordinator of Merchandise – if filled, can learn a lot from these efforts.   Jeff Wenrich

· Mike McCoy received an e-mail from TPCJSA advising they were looking at 4 options regarding funds that have been collected over the past 4 years from each club.  Mike has presented those options to the board member and in e-mail responses the following members recommend HSC votes for option #4.  Those members who responded were, Joe Ross, Steve Jensen, Keith Schembs, Jeff Wenrich, McKee Mosher, Ronda Haase and Greg Noson.

 Tacoma Pierce County Field Fund Recap 
At June 30, 2007 the Field Fund had a balance of $25,854.00. I allocated this amount to the various clubs based on how much they had paid in for the Fiscal Year end 6/30/2007.The total in the fund currently is $140,874.00. 

Some of the options of what to do with this money are: 

1. Nothing. Just leave the money with TPCJSA and decide how it is to be used at a later date. 

2. Give money to clubs with worthy field development projects. When funds are gone program stops. Continuance of the field fund assessment could be continued. 

3. Use the funds as a loan pool. Clubs can borrow money on an as needed bases for field construction or improvement. Maximum loan, payback schedule and interest rate if any would have to be established. 

4. Return the money to the clubs based on funds paid in starting in the fiscal year ended 6/30/2007. See schedule below.
