Bylaws- Changes approved by the board of directors


As previously approved, VP was removed from the bank account and President was added.  Changes will be made to bylaws.  

Also “Team Fundraisers” was added to Article VI: B-6 to read “ Managers shall document all sponsorship and Team fundraisers as they will be held accountable.  Change due to a concern last season from several parents that expected APB to have some info as to how managers are using money that is being raised by the teams.

Standing Rules- changes approved by the board of directors

Addition on Article II A-4 to read as follows “A limit of two (2) players may register as riders to they may share transportation, however this does not guarantee placement on the same team. 

Addition to Article III C-2 To include c) Pitchers to pitch five (5) balls.

Removal of rules under Article V C12 and 16 as per previous approval there will be assigned umpires for the shetland division.

Change in wording under Article VIII A4 from “Interlocking “to Inter-leaguing.
Addition to Article VIII E 

9) to indicate “ No new inning should be started within 10 minutes of the game time limit.  No drop dead”

Addition to Article IX A 

9) Managers or coaches must remain 5 ft away from the opening dug out (defensive coach).

10) All APB representatives shall not display anything considered detrimental to the welfare of the league while on the field, such as body art or attire.

11) All APB representatives should display the APB badge while on the field.

Eric Schmidt to rewrite the Shetland rules to comply with the new use of the pitching machines as these will be enforced at tournament play by Pony Inc.


Change under Article XIII B5 to read as follows “The “A” team Manager for the All-Star team may select up to three additional players.  The “A” team manager shall have up to 24 hours after the All-Star draft to do so.  The additional All-Star managers shall have 72 hours to select their additional picks.  The additional players can be chosen from any eligible players in the league.
