Alyssa Grogan of Eagan H.S. named Let’s Play Hockey Senior Goalie of the Year 
 

MINNEAPOLIS ​​— Alyssa Grogan of Eagan High School has been named the Let’s Play Hockey Senior Goalie of the Year, the newspaper announced today. The award is presented annually to the top Minnesota senior girls’ high school goalie.
Grogan will be honored with the award Sunday, Feb. 24, at the Ms. Hockey Awards banquet at the RiverCentre in St. Paul. The banquet begins at 11:30 a.m. The winner of the Ms. Hockey Award also will be announced Sunday.

A member of the Eagan varsity team since eighth grade, Grogan this season backstopped the Wildcats to their first state tournament appearance since 2004, allowing just two goals (on 61 shots) in three games at the Section 3AA Tournament.

On the season, Grogan has compiled a 10-3-0 record with a 1.52 goals-against average and .930 save percentage while sharing time in the Eagan net with fellow Senior Goalie of the Year finalist Alli Altmann. Midway through the season, Grogan added to her long list of accomplishments by helping the U.S. Women’s National Under-18 Team capture the first-ever gold medal awarded at the inaugural 2008 International Ice Hockey Federation World Women’s U18 Championship. While there, she also received the Directorate Award as the best goalie of the tournament.  

In her junior season, Grogan held a 1.30 goals against average and a .937 save percentage when she allowed just 17 goals. Grogan was named Eagan’s rookie of the year in 2003-04 after helping Eagan to a conference championship title and a 23-5-2 record. She followed her rookie performance when she was named the team’s most valuable player in 2004-05. 
A member of the National Honor Society, Grogan has put in numerous hours of community service during every trimester of her high school career. She has also been on “A” honor roll for the duration of her time at Eagan High School. A four-time all-conference and two-time all-state honoree, Grogan will play her collegiate hockey at the University of Minnesota.

The Senior Goalie of the Year Award is based on nominations from high school coaches and is selected based on consultations with a panel of Division I and III women’s college coaches from the states of Minnesota and Wisconsin. The award is based on the following criteria: academics, community/ extracurricular activities, citizenship, coachability and, of course, on-ice performance.

The other finalists for the award were Alli Altmann of Eagan, Kate Gallagher of Blake, Danielle Justice of Alexandria and Morgan Pieper of Warroad.

This is the 10th year of the LPH Goalie of the Year award. Previous winners include Ashley Nixon of Blaine (2007), Alannah McCready of Centennial (2006), Johanna Ellison of Cloquet/Esko/Carlton (2005), Emily Brookshaw of Hill-Murray (2004), Robin Doepke of Chaska (2003), Amber Hasbargen of Warroad (2002), Jody Horak of Blaine (2001), Shari Vogt of River Lakes (2000) and Katie Beauduy of Blaine (1999).
