What day are games played? Usually Saturday mornings. Saturday and/or Sunday

Are there any "special" 

games?

Festival Day (end of August), 

Sat in the Park (end of Sept)

Tournaments (1 or 2 

throughout each season)

How much will I play? Equal playing time. Based on participation & level 

of play. No guarantee of 

playing time on "first" teams.  

Lower teams much closer to 

equal playing time.

What gender are the teams? Co-Ed Co-Ed or Female

What ages can play? U6 - U8 U9 - U19

Where are the games played? At one or two home field 

locations within the Central 

York School District

Half home, half away (most 

are less than 1 hr away)

How much will it cost? $60 for the fall season, includes 

uniform shirt.  Spring fees 

approximately $40.

Registration fee is $85, 

uniform purchase is about 

$60, per player tournament 

fees are around $45 each.  

Spring league fees are $40.

How long am I on the team? 1 Season - new teams are 

formed in the Fall and Spring.

2 seasons (Fall & Spring)

What type of uniform will I 

wear?

Uniform shirt included with 

registration fee, shorts and 

socks can be purchased 

separately.

Panthers USA Club uniforms 

(orange/white/black). 

Approximately $65 for an 

entire kit.

Who are the coaches? May or may not be licensed or 

an experienced soccer coach.

Licensed, or an experienced 

soccer coach.

What is the level of 

competition?

Recreational, more skill building 

with the emphasis on the 

fundamentals of the game.

Competitive play, but still 

focused on the technical 

fundamentals. Begin to learn 

the tactical aspects of the 

game.  Begin to emphasize 

conditioning and attitude.

Do they keep standings? Not Recorded Posted on League web site.

Will I get a trophy? Participation Trophies or Medals 

(Fall only).

Varies by league and 

tournament.
