2011 – 2012 SEASON LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING

This is a letter of understanding between the player or coach listed below and the [name of team], a women’s hockey team playing in the Women’s Hockey Association of Minnesota (WHAM). The purpose of this letter is to clearly delineate the expectations and financial responsibilities of players and coaches on this team for the 2011 – 2012 season:

1. The total cost for ice for home games and practices is anticipated to be approximately $[amount] for the entire season of [number of games] games.
1. The cost for referees for home games will be $[referee fees] per home game.
1. The cost for home and away jerseys and hockey socks will be $[amount] per player.
1. Jerseys and socks will be the property of the team and must be returned prior to leaving the team; OR Jerseys and socks are the property of each player and there is no obligation by the team to reimburse players for jerseys if they elect to leave the team. If the player leaves the team and desires to sell it to a new player, then it is the responsibility of the departing player to negotiate this with the new player. 
1. Based upon the above listed expenses, the per player cost for full-time players will be (or is estimated to be) $[amount] for ice time and referees and $[amount] for jerseys and socks for a total of $[amount]. This amount is payable to [list who to make check out to] on the following schedule:

1. Players who play as subs only shall pay $[amount] for each home and away game they play in and $[amount] for any practice they attend. This amount is payable to [list who to make check out to] at the end of every month.
1. Coaches [will or will not] be paid the sum of $[amount] per season.
1. If a fulltime player leaves the team (for whatever reason) or is injured and unable to continue playing before the season is over, the player is still obligated to pay for the remainder of the season. If a substitute player can be found for her spot, the departing or injured player will not be responsible for the amount that the substitute player contributes to team funds. OR  If a fulltime player leaves the team (for whatever reason) or is injured and unable to continue playing before the season is over, the player is not obligated to pay for the remainder of the season (calculated on a pro-rated basis).  
1. If the team is eligible to play in the WHAM post-season league tournament, the team fee will be divided by the number of players who elect to play.   
1. If the team elects to play in any additional tournaments, the team’s tournament fee will be divided by the number of players who elect to play. 
1. If there is a balance of team monies at the end of the season, these funds will be divided equally and returned to existing full-time team members OR carried over as a balance for the next season.
