SOUTH WEST PORTLAND LITTLE LEAGUE
SINGLE A LOCAL RULES - 2011

· Home team supplies game balls
· 6 innings (use judgment in early season based on amount of daylight)
· If there is a game following your game you may not start an inning after 1 hour and 45 minutes
· 5 run limit per inning or 3 outs.  No official scoring
· Both home and visitors bat last inning regardless of score
· Bat line up (all players bat regardless of whether or not they are currently in playing in the field).
· No base stealing
· One base on over throws
· Base coaches umpire for their own team when batting
· The player pitcher plays near the pitcher’s mound when the coach is pitching
· Batters hit by pitch has the choice to either continue to bat or take first base
· Coaches pitch to their own team (best to play with 3 balls to keep game moving)
· Team on defense may supply coach/parent to back up catcher
· Catcher gives ball to parent who throws back to coach pitcher if catcher can not make throw
· Batters get 6 pitches (approximately) – then bring out the Tee – NO strike outs
· Ten players on the field (use four outfielders or a rover)
· Outfielders play in the grass (off the infield dirt).
· All players play every position, using a multi-game rotation that has equal time played at each position with each player
· Coaches/parents may coach from outfield to help defense but may not touch the ball or the player.
· Home team uses the first base dug out
· ONLY the player up to bat can take practice swings  --  ANY WHERE.
· Have your team show up at the field at least 30 minutes prior to game time
· No scoring is kept so don’t argue over calls

Coaches should use their collective judgment to solve problems that arise.  Generally, we are trying to keep games moving and letting as many kids as possible bat and play in the field.
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
