Commitment
· Coaches – Plan, attend and run training sessions.  Coach all tournament and regular season games.  Communicate clearly and often to parents.  Set a positive example for the girls through their conduct – motivate and encourage through constructive praise and correction.  Help all of the girls become better players.
· Players/Parents – Travel Soccer is a one year commitment to attend training sessions, games and tournaments.  
· In past years, we have built a strong sense of teamwork and camaraderie; we count on one another on and off the field.  A good attitude, flexibility in field position, and willingness to give 100% are highly valued by the coaches.   Parents should encourage and support these qualities.  
· Practices are planned in advance.  Numbers are important to the planning process.  If you are unable to attend, please call or email ahead of time so adjustments can be made.  
· Fundraising – as needed.  Mandatory Horsey Foundation Car Raffle sale.





Practice / Training Sessions
· Girls are expected to attend training sessions and be on time.
· Monday and Thursday evenings from 6-7:30-8 (Locations: Fall-TBD, Winter – indoor, once a week in a school gym, tbd.  Spring, Appo High School Turf field. Practices may end at 7:30 or as light permits.
· Mandatory team camp August 23-27, run by trainer Joe Ketley.  2 to 2.5 Hours each evening, Specific time and location, TBD.
· 1 training session per week will be run by Bill Boyer (Storm Fall Trainer). 
· We encourage the girls to train at home.  Juggling, dribbling, any touches on the ball, running to build endurance…and the easiest – watch soccer on TV.  With the upcoming World Cup games * (see appendix), this should be easier than ever.  We train 3-4 hours a week.  In order to excel, the girls all need to work on what we teach them at home.  

Seasons
· In all Seasons – ½ of Storm games are played at home (Middletown Village)
· Summer – none.  However, girls are expected to attend a minimum of 1 camp, in addition to the Storm team camp in August.  Round – robin or individual scrimmages are being considered with other U13 teams based on availability of players.  Voluntary practices or pick-up games are being considered as well.
· Storm practices will begin Thursday, August 19.  
· A parent/Team meeting will be held in late June / early July for Player ID card photos, fall payment, information sharing, and team-building.  
· Fall - PAGS – Likely placement in Division 5-6.  (Formerly Division 1-2).  PAGS has re-named the divisions to reflect a straight numbering system 1-10. We will move up a minimum of 3 and potentially 4 divisions from our placement in the fall of 2009.  2 tournaments – considering Kirkwood / River
· Winter – Indoor training, 1 tournament – TBD.  In addition - considering Kirkwood indoor league.  Possible rotating team play (i.e. form 1 team and have girls rotate in for games)
· Spring – PAGS or MASL, depending on fall record, and available competition in each league.  3 Tournaments, (Gettysburg / TBD) + State Cup.

Games

Playing Time
· Representative soccer is competitive by design.  Within any team, different skill levels exist.  Players will earn playing time through training sessions, and game-day performance.  
· Players are not guaranteed minimum amounts of playing time during games.  All players will play – they will not all play equally.  
· In tournaments, playing time may increase or diminish further, given the circumstances and situation the team finds itself in during the course of the competition.   


Parent Conduct 
· The Parents and Players will never argue with the Refs.  The coach will address any issues with the referee if/when it is appropriate.  
· The Parents, Players and Coaches will be polite to the opposing team’s Parents, Players and Coaches
· The parents will not “call out” or identify a player on the opposing the team for any reason for their actions on the field
· Cheering from the sideline is encouraged (nice job, good hustle).  
· Coaching or instruction from the sideline will not be tolerated.  This also applies to training sessions. * See appendix.  
· Open door policy with the Coach.  Any issues or concerns, please address them with the Coach on the phone, through email, before or after a training session – not during a training session, and not in front of the kids, please.


Costs
· Yearly costs are broken out into 2 payments – Fall and Spring
· Fall – $250
· Spring – $200	
· Total - $450
· These costs cover – PAGS registration, MOT registration, DYSA registration, referee fees, trainer fees, tournament fees (as much as the budget allows), equipment as necessary, and team bag.
· Not covered – Uniforms.  Cost is $65 for full uniform including home/away jerseys, 2 shorts, 2 pair socks.  
· Team warm-ups.  The team will defray as much of these costs as the budget allows.
· Team will cover tournament entry fee – all other costs (travel, hotel) are covered by the parents.  Only currently scheduled tournament that would require an overnight stay is Gettysburg Blue/Grey cup (2 nights).
· Fundraising may be needed for Tournament entry fees – which average $350 for a one-day tournament and $550-600 for a two day tournament.
· We fundraise for what we need – not to build a bank account.  However, a certain amount of fundraising is necessary and we will require a minimum of one fundraising effort ( Horsey Foundation Car Raffle)

Thank you for your interest in the Storm, and for bringing your child to our tryouts.  To achieve the goals we outlined above, we are committed to evaluating each girl fairly and offering roster spots to the most qualified 15-16 players without bias.  Representative soccer tryouts are a necessary but stressful time for the players, parents, and coaches.  The coaching staff, and the MOT Board will do our best to make each girl’s experience the best it can be with the goal of fielding the best possible team for 2010-2011.

· * Why should parents not yell instructions?  Excerpt from the National Soccer Coaches Association of America website, “There is a lot of stimuli on the field. For instance, #1 a player receiving a ball has to think about the pass coming to her, #2 she has to think about the defender, #3 she has to think about where the goal is, #4 she is thinking about where her team mates are, #5 she is thinking about what the coach told her to do. Then…her parent yells something, and the player, who has been trained her whole life to listen to her parent, Stops…Confusion...Or…she does what she is told and it is incorrect.  Even when correct, it is disruptive.  The game is the best teacher, and what the game does not teach them, they will learn in practice. Often times, this instruction is contrary to what they and the rest of the team are being taught.” We encourage the girls to think for themselves, “Where should I be, what should I do”, and to make quick decisions with and without the ball.  This thought process is subverted by parental instruction from the sideline.
