Maple Grove Lacrosse Association
Youth Coach and Youth Player Discipline

Any representative (board member, player, coach) of the Maple Grove Lacrosse Association who during the season engages in fighting, violence or any form of intimidation or abusive language, or who receives a Game Misconduct Penalty for fighting, or who receives two (2) unsportsmanlike penalties in one game will be governed by the following:

First Offense:

When this penalty is given by a referee during a league game or play-off game, the individual will automatically be suspended for the game in question plus the next regularly scheduled league, scrimmage, or tournament game.  In addition, there will be a meeting held with the team manager, coach, player, and his/her parents within 72 hours to discuss behavior, expectations, and an action plan to prevent further occurrences.

Second Offense (accumulates season to season):

The individual will automatically be suspended for the next three (3) previously scheduled league, scrimmage, or tournament games.  In addition, there will be a meeting held with a Board member, team manager, coach, player, and his/her parents to discuss behavior, expectations and to deliver the final warning.

Third Offense (carries over season to season):

The individual will be suspended indefinitely subject to permanent dismissal from all Maple Grove Lacrosse activity pending board review.
Additional Discipline:

With regard to the conduct of any player, coach or representative while not on the playing field, the Board  of Directors further reserves the right to impose aforementioned discipline procedures for conduct deemed detrimental or injurious to the reputation and best interests of the Maple Grove Lacrosse Association. 
Team managers or coaches are responsible to report all game suspensions to a Board member for each offense within 72 hours of occurrence.

Maple Grove Lacrosse Association - Zero Tolerance
Philosophy & Purpose:
The use of mood altering chemicals can be a significant health problem for many adolescents resulting in a negative effect on behavior, learning, and the total development of each individual.  The misuse and abuse of mood altering chemicals for some effect participation and development of related skills.  Others affected by the misuse and abuse are family, team members, or other significant persons in their lives.

General Prohibitions:
During the lacrosse season, regardless of quantity, a player shall not use or consume or have in possession a beverage containing alcohol; use or consume or have in possession tobacco; use or consume or have in possession any other controlled substance.  It is not a violation for a player to be in possession of a controlled substance specifically prescribed for the player’s own use by his/her doctor.

Violations:
A violation shall be considered proven and valid if any one of the following conditions exists:
1) A player is observed by school personnel, coaches, or law enforcement personnel using chemicals prohibited or controlled by law.

2) A player is observed by school personnel, coaches, or law enforcement personnel to have in his/her possession any tobacco product, any alcoholic beverage, any steroid, or other chemical prohibited or controlled by law.

3) A player provides or hosts a party or social gathering or function where any substance or beverage prohibited by this policy is illegally present, used, or made available for use.
4) Proof or evidence that a violation has occurred shall not necessarily be limited to the evidence tending to prove or disprove an allegation.

Penalties:
Any player who is found to have violated the provisions of this policy shall be subject to the following penalties:
1) First Offense – suspension from games for two weeks (not including practice)
2) Second Offense – suspension of the season (including games and practice)
Maple Grove Lacrosse Association - Conduct and Behavior

All coaches, representatives, players, and parents will be expected to maintain the highest standard of conduct and good sportsmanship while representing the Maple Grove Lacrosse Association and any lacrosse or association function.

Gross disrespect to other players, coaches, or parents, fighting, or swearing will not be tolerated and will be subject to immediate suspension.  Suspension periods will range from one game to the remainder of the season depending on the offense.  The Board of Directors may impose suspensions for disruptive or repetitive infractions.  Expelled personnel will not be allowed to participate on any Maple Grove Lacrosse team for the remainder of that season.
All USA Lacrosse, YLM, and MBSLA disciplinary guidelines will also apply and supersede the minimum disciplinary actions of the Maple Grove Lacrosse Association.
