AGE GROUPS
Pre-Kindergarten – Kindergarten (KPreK) - Participation is open to girls and boys who were least are 4 years old on July 31, 2011 or are currently in Kindergarten.   Play will be 3 v 3 with no goalie.   The fee is $55.  

Grades 1 – 2 (4v4 no goalie), Grades 3 – 4 (6v6 and goalie), Grades 5 – 6 and 7-12 (8v8 with goalie), .  The fee is $85. 
SEASON TIMELINE  

· Practice (once a week) day and time determined by the coaches and team and may begin two weeks prior to the first game.  

· We will assign player to a team that practices on a convenient day and  will try to honor requests to play for a certain coach or with certain friends.

· Eight games on Saturday mornings and afternoons.  For KPreK, six games.
· First game is March 31 (no games April 7 –  Easter Weekend)  
· Last game is scheduled for May 26, for KPreK  May 19.  Make-up games may be scheduled for the week after the last week.
· Practices and games at Hershey Christian School.

PLAYER EQUIPMENT INFORMATION

· Shin guards are required for each player and must be worn at all practices and games.  Soccer cleats are recommended with rubber sole, but not mandatory.  Please bring water for player to drink.
· Size “3” soccer ball for KPreK.  Size “4” for Grades 1- 6.  Size “5” for CHLD.

· Game jerseys and socks will be provided by HSC for each player.

· No jewelry may be worn during games.

SUPERVISON OF PRACTICES AND GAMES 

While the coach is in charge of practice and games, a parent (or designated adult) for each player must stay at practices and games.  Parents are encouraged to help out coach such as assistant coaching, setting up snack schedules or arranging season end parties.
