Here's what you need to do:

 

1. If you have an existing Paypal account, skip to Step 4. 

2. If you do not have an existing Paypal account, go to www.paypal.com to sign-up for your own account.  This is a personal account and is not linked to SMAHL in any way.  SMAHL will not be able to see any information about your account or how you chose to fund your payments (Savings Account, Checking Account, or Credit Card). 

3. Once you are on Paypal and have logged into your account, go to your Profile and add any bank account (you need a blank check to read your routing/account number) or credit card (Visa, Mastercard, or Discover).  Credit cards are setup instantly, regular bank accounts can take 1-3 days as Paypal will deposit 2 random dollar amounts in your account (betweek $0.01 and $0.99) that you will then use to verify that the connection is established. 

4. You are now ready to make a payment.  Click on the "Send Money" tab.  You will be sendng money to smahl.pmt@gmail.com (you can cut and paste this name).  You select the amount ($250).  Follow the prompts to authorize the payments and you are done.  Making payments is really that simple now.  

5. Please send me the e-mail you receive from Paypal confirming your payment.

Here's some additional information from PayPal on how the service works:

 

What options do I have for paying? 
         PayPal balance - If you have enough money in your PayPal balance to cover the payment, then PayPal will use this money for your payment. To pay with balance you must first link another payment source, such as credit card, to your PayPal account. 

         Bank account - If you've added and confirmed your bank account with PayPal, you'll be given the option to pay with your bank. If you've added a back-up funding source (like a credit card, for example), you'll be given the option to make an "instant transfer," to be paid quickly to your recipient. Otherwise, you'll have the option to pay with an "eCheck," which typically takes 3-5 days. 

         Credit card or debit card - If you don't have any funding sources linked to PayPal, we'll ask you to enter your credit card or debit card in order to send money. If your credit card is already linked, you'll have the option to pay with your card. If this option doesn't appear on the review page, select "change" under payment method to add a credit card. 

         PayPal Plus Credit Card, eBay MasterCard, PayPal Buyer Credit or PayPal PayLater - If you signed up for any of these payment options, they'll be available to you from the review page when you're sending money. 

How it works when you send money.
Fill out the form. 

         If you already have a PayPal balance, a linked bank account, or a credit card, these payment options will be available to you on the review page. Otherwise we'll ask for your credit card information.

         When sending money to friends and family, choose "Personal."

         When paying for goods, services, or eBay items, choose "Purchase."

The person you send money to gets an email from PayPal. 

That person logs in to PayPal and either withdraws the money or spends it online. 

 

How it works for the person you send money to (SMAHL).
1. The person you send money to gets an email from PayPal with simple instructions on how to pick up the money-at PayPal.com. 
2. Then they decide what to do with the money-transfer it to a bank account, request a personal check (fee applies), or spend it online at eBay or the thousands of stores that accept PayPal.
