Section Vlll Playing Rules N. All Coaches involved in on-ice activities, practices and scrimmages are required to wear a HECC approved helmet. The chin strap must be buckled at all times. Compliance rests on the local associations and the local district. Failure to comply shall result in up to 30 days suspension by the District Director. 
USA Hockey 2006-2007 Annual Guide states on page 134 section Vll Coaching Program A Coach Registration All ice hockey coaches and instructors of registered USA Hockey Youth/High School, Disabled, Girls’/Women’s 19 & Under and below programs must properly wear an ice hockey helmet during all on-ice sessions, including practices, controlled scrimmages and coach and referee clinics.

I have been instructed to impose the following penalties for failing to comply:
  First offense for participating on ice activity shall be a written warning. 
Second offense for participating on ice activity shall be a 30 day suspension. 
Third offense for participating on ice activity shall be removal until a hearing is completed.
