The AT&T Metroplex High School Hockey League has come to the conclusion through 

much deliberation and consideration that it is in the best interest of High School 

Hockey and the development of youth hockey in the Dallas/Fort Worth Metroplex to 

mandate that “Head Coaches” that coach both Travel and High School at any level must 

encourage and give their players the option to participate with their respective High 

School Hockey Club. Coaches who wish not to abide by this policy will be sanctioned by 

the league and its Board of Directors (please refer to the sanction policy below). Coaches 

and/or on ice instructors, regardless of title, who are compensated by a member high 

school hockey club and also coach a non-high school hockey club must not discourage 

players from playing high school hockey. 
 

The coach in question will be given the opportunity to present the facts of the case in 

question to the Board of Directors in closed door hearing. Failure to appear at the 

hearing will result in immediate suspension from the league.  
 

Sanction Policy: 
1st Offense- 2 week suspension from High School Club  

 

2nd Offense- 3 week suspension from High School Club and a $300 fine to be paid by the 

High School Club of the sanctioned Coach 

 

3rd Offense- 1 year expulsion from the League, and a hearing to be reinstated once
