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PLAYER’S CODE OF CONDUCT


Elite Soccer Academy (Elite) demands proper and professional conduct at all times from its players, coaches, parents and spectators.  Every person associated with Elite is expected to strive to create and maintain an atmosphere befitting youth sports. Physical and verbal assaults on officials, players, visiting fans, or coaches will not be tolerated. Cases of alleged misconduct may be brought before the Board of Directors for disciplinary action. Any penalties assessed the Club as the result of misconduct may be recouped from the offender. Vehement and forceful sideline dissent constitutes a verbal assault.


PLAYER’S CODE OF CONDUCT:


· Players must commit to train and play to the best of their ability at all times throughout the entire seasonal year. This commitment includes attending and being prompt to all practices, games, training sessions, team events and meetings unless the coach or, in the coach’s absence, the team manager has been notified.
· All team scheduled events, training and games need to be a priority for players and their parents. Players should manage their time to ensure they can meet their commitments to their teammates and their coach.
· Players, while not expected to always be best friends, are expected to be respectful of their teammates and support one another in a manner that fosters positive teamwork and unity.
· Players will respect officials and accept their decisions without question or comment.
· Players’ actions on and off the field are expected to exemplify good sportsmanship; players must win and accept loss honorably and without pretext.
· Players will respect opponents, coaches and spectators. They will not engage in the use of profane or vulgar language, nor will they direct dissent towards any official.
· Players must commit to learn, respect and obey the laws of the game and the rules and policies of their team and Elite Soccer Academy.
· Players will not leave a game field or training session without coach’s permission.
· Players must never forget that they represent their families and the family of Elite Soccer Academy and promise to represent both positively.
· Elite Soccer Academy places a high priority on academics. Players must also commit to their education and school work as part of the requirements of being a player at Elite Soccer Academy. Failure to do so may result in removal from training/games. 
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
