AHYHA VOLUNTEER DEFINITION

**2011 - 2012 VOLUNTEER REQUIREMENT PER FAMILY IS 12 HOURS FOR THE SEASON**

The Andover Huskies Youth Hockey Association typically requires each family to fulfill a certain number of volunteer
hours each year as defined by the AHYHA Board of Directors. This volunteer requirement is necessary for the Association
to function as well as to fulfill district and regional obligations. It is the AHYHA Board’s responsibility to ensure that
volunteer opportunities exist to enable each family to fulfill their obligation. Below is a list of what does and does not
qualify as a volunteer activity.

Would qualify:

1. Registration

2. Tryouts

3. Tournaments (Association sponsored, districts, regions)

4. Committee work (number of hours that qualify to be determined by committee chair)
5. Head Coaches

6. Assistant Coaches (designated by the head coach)

7. Team Managers

8. Board Members

9. Charitable Gambling Audits

10. Mite Meet & Greet

11. Skate Banquet as determined by SKATE Coordinator

12. Board Member approved duties

13. Locker Room Attendant when coach is not of the same sex as the players

14. Arena cleaning or organizational activities (Trophy case, equipment rooms, locker rooms etc)
Would not gualify:

1. Minor Official Duties (penalty box, clock, book at league games and scrimmages)

PLEASE NOTE THAT IT IS REQUIRED THAT THE PARENTS WORK THE REQUIRED AMOUNT OF HOURS NEEDED TO FULFILL
THE VOLUNTEER REQUIREMENT FOR AHYHA. THIS MEANS THAT CHILDREN ARE NOT ALLOWED TO WORK TO FILL THE
FAMILY HOURS FOR AHYHA. IF YOU HAVE ANY QUESTIONS PLEASE CONTACT THE VOLUNTEER COORDINATOR.
VOLUNTEERS NEED TO MAKE SURE THEY SHOW UP FOR THE EVENT THEY HAVE SIGNED UP FOR. IF A VOLUNTEER FINDS
THEY HAVE A CONFLICT, THEY NEED TO CANCEL IN ADVANCE AT LEAST THE ALLOTTED AMOUNT OF DAYS NOTED ON
THE EVENT OR FIND A REPLACEMENT. ANY NO SHOWS WILL END UP WITH 4 HOURS OF REQUIRED VOLUNTEER TIME
ADDED ON TO THE 12 HOUR REQUIREMENT FOR EACH TIME THERE IS A NO SHOW. ANY QUESTIONS PLEASE
