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New Field at Irish Stadium 

As many of you know our Irish Stadium field was repaired this summer.  The sod contracted a fungus and kept 

about two-thirds of the field from growing in June.  After we consulted our fertilizing company, other experts in 

this field, and tested our field, it was determined that new sod needed to be laid down. The cause of the 

damage to the field is still under investigation. 

  

Following the advice of sod experts, round-up was applied to the entire field, ten days were allowed for the 

field to be completely killed off, and then we removed the old sod.  Our dirt field was smoothed out, and we 

were able to re-crown the field before sod was laid down today and tomorrow.   

  

Because of the heat we will be watering diligently over the new few weeks. 

  

Because of the large size of the rolls of sod used we are being told that the field will be playable by the time 

varsity games are ready to be played the week of August 22nd.   

  

We are hopeful that Irish Stadium will look better than ever this fall for all games and competitions.
