Stacy Sports Complex Update: The cooler fall like temps this weekend remind us how quickly the hockey season will be
here. What has been going on at Stacy Sports Complex since the last update? Conquest has diligently worked to finalize
plans and get construction rolling. As well they continue to work to find funding to complete Phase | and Il this fall. The water
main has been moved, tree stumps removed, soil testing completed and additional dirt work is in progress. Steel for the front
of the building has been ordered and will be on site in 6 to 8 weeks. A great deal was found on a set of boards that can be
used outdoors now and converted to indoor boards in Phase Il were purchased. Take a look at the pictures at
http://www.northbranchhockey.com/page/show/227061-photo-gallery. We are currently working with a couple of companies to
work out a deal to lease a compressor for the outdoor artificial sheet of ice. A huge thank you to the Stacy Lions for donating
lights leftover from Doyle fields to our project! We know there is a lot of work to be completed in the next couple of months but
our goal continues to be having the front of the arena as well as an outdoor artificial sheet of ice and a smaller natural sheet of
ice available to use this hockey season.
