Mid-Season Roster Changes/Player Movement Policy
(Approved 8-8-11)
Purpose:	To assist academy training programs with player movement on team rosters in order to develop 			player skills.  

- Roster changes must adhere to current rules regarding age division play up for players. For example, a maximum of 1 year play up.  U10 can play up to U11, U11 can play up to U12, U12 can play up to U13, etc.

- Rosters will be set for a 3-4 week period with a maximum of 2 "roster unlocks" per season.  The dates rosters will be “unlocked” and “relocked” will be posted prior to the start of the current game season.

Dates for Fall 2011:
9/19/11 rosters unlocked 		9/22/11 rosters locked
10/13/11 rosters unlocked		 10/16/11 rosters locked

- # of players eligible to be transferred at "roster unlock" is a maximum of 3.
- The Coach, Team Manager or Club Registrar must notify the Northern NV NYSA Registrar at least 24 hours prior to the roster unlock date that the team will need their roster unlocked.  The notification must be in writing by email to:  nysanorth@gmail.com.
-Rosters will be unlocked by 9am on the morning of the “unlock” date and locked by 5pm of the “relock” date.
-Player cards must match the current game card for GBYSL league games.  Player cards will not be issued new with the roster change.  
-If the club decides to permanently place the player upon the “temporary” team, a reissue fee for the State Player Card will be required prior to the team applying to the next GBYSL game schedule event.   This rule primarily applies to the roster movement of players on team rosters in the fall season.  If a Fall GBYSL team (U10 through U14) moves players permanently for the start of the Spring GBYSL game schedule, then a new NYSA state card will be required for the player to participate in the spring game schedule.   The fee for the new card will be full cost replacement per NYSA rules, $18 for Northern NV players.
-The same replacement cost will apply to reissue the player card for a player to match a team roster for tournament or travel, $18.
- The old player card must be surrendered to the Northern NV Registrar prior to the issuance of a new NYSA state player card.
