Score Sheet Tips





1) 	Make sure both Teams are on the score sheet


2) 	Make sure date, rink, time of game is on sheet


3) 	Make sure Both coaches signs score sheet


4) 	Make sure Referees sign score sheet


5) 	All names and jersey numbers must be readable


6)	All Goals assessed and penalties must have a readable jersey number


7) 	Score sheets must be mailed or faxed to statistician within 24 hours of 


game or you forfeit game.( if you fax, the original must still be sent to 


statistician)


8) 	If a player gets a game suspension you must call the President or a Vice 


President before the next game is played. ( make a note on the score sheet of the player who is sitting, serving the game)


9) 	If you have a schedule change you must get it to the statistician so they 


will not post it as a forfeit.


10) 	Wining team mails white score sheet to statistician.








If you do 


not fill in this information so it can be read, you will forfeit your game or the forfeit will go to the home team.





You are responsible to get the score sheet to the statistician , not someone 


else. If you do not you forfeit the game, and that can change your standings.
