Communication

Player Roster Cards
(Player jersey number and player name, and player and parent’s cell phone numbers)
I. This is a credit card size handout printed front and back.

II. One side will show the player jersey number and player name.

A. Type your players in order of jersey number for easy reference.

III. The other side shows the player name, player cell, Dad cell, Mom cell.
A. This is a lot of information, so there are no headings, just name, cell #, cell #, cell #.

B. As you hand these out to players and parents you can mention this.
IV. Use Microsoft Excel.
A. Once you set up one, you will copy it on to your page as many times as it will fit, so reproducing does not take a lot of paper.

B. You will have to play with your font size a bit to make sure you stay within the credit card size (allow for laminating).

V. Copy front to back, cut, laminate and trim each of them.

VI. Keep in mind the size is credit card size to fit in billfolds, etc., for traveling.
VII. You will have gathered this information at the first meeting you have with the parents and players, and will have obtained permission from the parents at that time to print.

VIII. Type in cell phone numbers correctly; during an emergency, everyone will appreciate your accuracy.

IX. This is handed out ONLY to players and parents.
X. Reproduce the side with player jersey number and player name ONLY (credit card size), cut, laminate and trim to hand out to grandparents and regular fans that attend the games.
