e Player evaluations are held for all Babe Ruth players by age group
0 Players are run through drills (field, throw, hit, run)
0 Independent scorers score all kids for a given age group
o0 Interested coaches can make their own notes as well
e Selection
0 One head coach for each team is selected/recruited by the league coordinator
and approved by the board.
*= One assistant coach can be selected by the head coach prior to the draft
