Sending Messages to Groups

After you’ve logged in to the site, go to your page and make sure edit mode is selected. In order to send
messages, you need to be able to use groups. You will see a “Groups” tab on your page:
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No messages.

If you have a true “team page”, you will see the roster, game schedule, and statistics buttons on the
page. If you have a “general page”, you won’t see these. If you have a team page, select make sure you
select the group with “Roster” in the name on the right side. If you have a general page, select the
group that applies to your group (like Park & Rec). Click on “Messages”, then click “Send Message to
Group”. At this point you can decide whether to send the message to all members of the group or just
select members:
