MOTION:  To discount the registration fees for MYS employees’ children.   The amount of the discount shall be:  100% for Recreation registration fees; 50% for Travel registration fees, and 50% for MYS camp/training clinic registration fees.

Motion was seconded and after BOD discussion, the Motion was approved with 9 votes in favor.

· NCSL U9 and U10 Rule Changes in Effect for Fall 2011
· NCSL introduced unlimited guest passes at U9 & U10 level.

· US Youth Soccer carded players on U9 and U10 teams are permitted to guest play on any U9 or U10 team within their Club and will be considered guest players.  Guest players must be of the correct age.  Players that guest play may only play for one team per day.   Teams are now allowed to have an unlimited number of guest players.
· State Cup Rule Changes
· Each team U14 and older may have 22 players on their roster.

· Your State Cup roster and your league roster do not have to mirror each other at the time of the freeze date.

· Changes to the frozen roster after the State Cup Champions are chosen:

· There are 3 separate cups:  The VYSA State Cup, the Regional Cup and the National Cup.

· Loss of 5 teams was in the girls
· Game Format for U9s & U10s 

· Game format is going to change from 6v6 to 7v7.

· This is compatible with USYS guidelines, and is supported by our technical staff.

· This brings the Rec program in line with local travel leagues and the All Star Tournaments.

· No impact on game fields, or roster size, which are normally 10-11 players per team.
