PLAYING TIMES
Squirt through Midget games will have a 3-minute warm-up.  The first two periods will be 15-minute run-time and the third period will be 12-minute stop-time.  If, at any time during the third period, the score differential is 5 or more, the game clock will revert to run time. No time-outs permitted during round robin play or consolation games.  One time out will be allowed in the semi-final and championship games  No overtime during the round robin play.

Minimum 4 games-Will attempt to establish pools, but it is dependent on the number of teams signing up.  Each team will be assigned 4 games against other teams in their pool during round robin play.  Two (2) points will be awarded for each win, one (1) point will be awarded to each team for a tie, and zero (0) points will be awarded for a loss.

All teams must be ready to play at least 10 minutes prior to their scheduled game time in case the ice is available. A forfeit will be declared if one of the teams is not willing or able to play at their designated time.  A forfeit can only be declared by the tournament committee.  If a forfeit occurs, the non-forfeiting team will be awarded a 1-0 score and two (2) points for a win.

Semi-Final and Championship games will be played at each level hosted in the tournament: Squirt through Midget.  The two teams with the most points in each pool will play a crossover semi-final game and the winners of each semi-final game will play for their division’s championship.  Consolation games will be played at all divisions for 3rd place.  There will be a 5th place game at PeeWee and Bantams and a 7th place game at Bantams.
In the case of a point tie for any seed, the following will be used to determine ranking:

1. Win record amongst the tied teams.  The team with the most wins advances.

2. Head to head game results.

3. Teams allowing the fewest goals against.

4. Teams with the fewest number of penalties (majors and misconduct will count as 2 penalties)

5. Goal Differential (goals against subtracted from goals for).  The team with the highest difference advances.

6. Coin toss

TIE BREAKER IN THE SEMI-FINAL AND CHAMPIONSHIP GAMES
The semi-final or championship games will not end in a tie. If the championship game or a semi-final game is tied at the end of regulation, a sudden death 4-on-4 overtime period (10-minute run time for championship and 5 minute run time for semi-final) will be played.  If no team scores, the game will go to a 3 man shoot-out.  If no team scores, it will be sudden death shoot-out.  If a shoot-out occurs, a player is allowed to be involved only once in the shoot-out until all players have taken a shot.
AWARDS

Awards will be presented to the first and second place teams in each age division at the conclusion of the championship game. 

PROTESTS AND GRIEVANCES

A protest committee, consisting of th tournament director and two other tournament officials will rule on all protests and grievances.  The director reserves the right to make final decisions regarding the interpretation of the tournament rules.  The director will act in the best interest of the players, coaches, and the game in general.  The director’s decisions are final and not subject to appeal.  Issues relating to officiating are not subject to the jurisdiction of the tournament director.  A written protest must be submitted within an hour after the conclusion of the game in protest along with a check for $150 made out to South Suburban Parks and Recreation (the check will be returned if the protest is successful).  The protest committee’s decisions are final and not subject to appeal.

ON-ICE OFFICIALS

All on-ice officials (referees and linesmen) are currently and completely registered and in good standing with USA Hockey and their respective state association.

CREDENTIALS

Upon acceptance into the tournament the following will be required and checked by tournament officials at registration, one hour prior to each team’s first game.

1. Official Player Roster for 2011-2012 Season from all teams

2. Birth certificate certification form
3. All individual player forms 
GENERAL TOURNAMENT PHILOSOPHY 
The goal of our tournament is to promote the enjoyment of ice hockey, the ideals of good sportsmanship, teamwork, and fair play.  We encourage all players, coaches and parents to support and exhibit these principles.

We will be enforcing the District’s and USA Hockey’s zero tolerance policy.  Fighting or abusive behavior and language by players, coaches, officials, or spectators will not be tolerated. Any actions that are deemed abusive or detrimental to fair play and sportsmanship will result in removal of the offending party from the arena for the remainder of the day.
A player receiving a game misconduct penalty will immediately be suspended from the current game and will also be suspended for the next scheduled game.  Fighting will result in suspension from the tournament.

It is each team’s responsibility to ensure the cleanliness of the locker room to which they are assigned.  

All teams should report to the arena 45 minutes before game time.
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
