1. Winning is a consideration, but not the only one,
nor the most important one. Care m®about the
child than winning the game. Remember, players
are involved in hockey for fun and enjoyment.

2. Be a positive role model to your players, display
emotional maturity and be alert to the physical
safety of players.

3. Be generous with your praise whéris deserved.
Be consistent and honest. Be fair and just; do not
criticize players publicly. Learn to be a more
effective communicator and coach; do not yell at
players.

4. Adjust to the personal needs and problems of
players. Be a good listener; nevarbally or

physically abuse a player or official. Give all players

the opportunity to improve their skills, gain
confidence and develop sadsteem; teach them
the basics.

5. Organize practices that are fun and challenging for

your players. Familiarize youtswith the rules,

techniques and strategies of hockey. Encourage all

of your players to be team players.

6. Maintain an open line of communication with your
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Encourage your child to play by the rules.
Remember, children learn best by example, so
applaud the good plays of both teams.

Do not embarrass your child by yelling at players
coaches or officials. By showing a positive attitude
toward the game and all of its participants, your
child will benefit.

Emphasize skill development and practices and
how they benefit your young athlete. Be

Know and study the rules of hockey and support
the officials. This approach will help in the
development of the game. Any criticism of the
officials only hurts the game.

Applaud a good effort in both victory and
defeat and enforcette positive points of the
game.
