Staff Coach Position 
 

  

Job Description: A staff coach is responsible for developing & implementing training programs for CSA 
recreational & travel soccer. The position also directs & supervises parent & volunteer 
coaches, and is ultimately responsible for meeting the club’s overall objectives relative to this. 
 
 

Qualifications:  
 
All candidates must possess a minimum of a USSF National D License or its equivalent 
(NSCAA).  Prior coaching experience is strongly recommend but not necessarily a must 
providing candidate(s) can provide strong professional, amateur or collegiate playing 
experience.      
 

Training 

• Head Coach of travel teams 

• Trainer for the recreational “School of Excellence & Pre-K” programs 
• Assistance in & Implementation of the youth soccer curriculum unique to CSA  

• Attend training, games & tournaments for travel teams he/ she coaches 

• Evaluate players at the annual tryout / placement days 

Program Management  

• Responsible for managing and providing leadership to players, parents, team 
managers & volunteer coaches (recreational) regarding the CSA soccer curriculum & 
organizational responsibilities.    

• Manage the team managers who administer your teams 

• Coordinate & oversee all travel team meetings for whom you are the head coach 

Administrative   

• Generate detailed coaching objectives & submit to D.O.C prior to each season (fall, 
winter & spring) 

• Build & maintain a recreational player I.D database from sessions you oversee 

• Provide weekly game re-caps / communication to the parents of your teams  

• Assist in the planning & running of the annual tryout / placement days  
• Tactical Planning & Execution of all practices you oversee 

• Manage game schedules for the teams you are the head coach  

• Attend league meetings (pertaining to your teams) to determine team’s placements / 
schedules etc. 

• Provide player evaluations to players twice per year 

• Other duties and responsibilities as assigned by the Director of Coaching 

Compensation: • Commensurate with experience and qualifications. 

• Staff coaches are provided an 11 month contract.
