Cary Soccer Association
board Meeting Minutes

Called to order at approximately 7:35 PM.

I. President’s Opening Remarks – 
a. Ron Logan opened the meeting.
II. Attendance- Ron Logan, Kevin Barrett, Mark Lewis, Jeff Barnes, Brad Wellmen, Wendee Green, Mary Claire Sopchyk, Joe Higgins, Bill Malone,  Kathleen Scopa, Matt Clark, Hughie O’Malley, Brian McCarthy, Sam Puhar, Mark Baran, Lori Charbonneau, Jenee Wolfram, Julie Baily, Dan Skerl, Larry Light, Anthony Furio, Kirk Hoeppel, Kenton Green, Mark Sopchyk, Michelle Barrett, Lynne O’Malley, Ken Howdeshell, Tom Petersen, Jack Baily, Kim Perhats, Michael Jones and Josh Goodner.
III. Secretary’s Report – Jeff Barnes made a motion to accept the August minutes, second by Kevin Barrett.
IV. Treasurer’s Report
a. Jeff Barnes reported that revenues from the recreational league were higher than the September projection due to adding an additional High School girls team and other late registrants.  Travel league revenues were also slightly higher than projected due to new players being added to teams and some High School boys registrations.  There was a request to provide a comparison of current year financials to the prior year.  Jeff Barnes said this type of report could be provided upon request.
Motion to accept Treasurer’s Report by Kevin Barrett, second by Mark Lewis.
V. D.O.C. Report
a. D.O.C. reported that all schedules for the girls league are set with time changes, some game changes still need to be made due to SST but this has been approved by the league.  All schedules changes for the boys league have now been made and the schedule has been finalized with the YSSL referee assignor.  Several teams had success at local tournaments over the past few weeks: U12 Boys White -2nd place at Back to School, U14 Girls White – 1st place at Back to School, U14 Girls Premier – 1st place at Soccerfest, U11 Boys Red – 1st place at Soccerfest.  A team managers workshop was conducted and was well attended.  All team managers are aware of roles and responsibilities.
b. Professional staff coaches attended a training day where player development goals and coaching education goals were addressed for the 2011/12 season.  Recreation Placement Day was staffed by professional coaching staff in accordance with the recreational program needs.  All trainers have completed the Heads Up Concussion Awareness program.  Referee training was provided during travel practices on 8/29/11. 
c. Fall training for the travel league started on 8/22/11.
d. Bill Malone requested further information from Brad regarding player development curriculum and ongoing player and coach development as detailed in the DOC report.  Brad will address this information with Bill at a later date.
VI. A.D.O.C. Report
a. A.D.O.C. reported that School of Excellence registration is ongoing and started on 9/9/11. Staff coaches are in place and t-shirts are ordered.
b. Fox River Grove School of Excellence program begins on 9/13/11 and runs for 6 weeks on Tuesdays.  Coaches have been identified.  Final meeting with FRG Rec council is to be determined.  Over 80 players have registered for the program.

c. Three recreational coaches clinics were provided and were very successful.  53 coaches registered for the program and were given age specific coaching DVDs through US Youth Soccer.  

d. Recreational Player ID program and Recreational Program Evaluation plans have been submitted.

VII. New Business
a. Bylaws – Mark Lewis proposed an addition to the bylaws that would state that all professional coaching staff be required to hold a minimum of a USSF ‘D’ license.  Kevin Barrett expressed a desire for the wording of the proposed bylaw to state the requirement be a USSF ‘D’ license or equivalent.  Further discussion on this topic will take place at the Executive Board meeting.    Jeff Barnes proposed a correction to the bylaws due to a clerical error made when the bylaws were revised in April 2010.  The first proposed correction pertains to Article 6, Section 4, letter A which should state, “At the October Monthly Association Meeting, the Nominating Committee shall submit to the CSA membership, a list of candidates for the elective positions on the CSA Board of Directors.”  The second proposed correction pertains to Article 6, Section 7, letter B which should state, “An eligible voter shall be a coach, assistant coach, Team Manager, Board of Directors member, referee, parent, or other person interested in the activities of the CSA who has attended at least three (3) Monthly Association Meetings during the year (December through October), not including the election night (November).”
b. Elections – Ron Logan reviewed the duties of the Nominating Committee and appointed Wendee Green and Mary Claire Sopchyk to the Nominating committee.  Jeff Barnes reviewed the requirements for eligible voters and eligible board nominees.
c. Portsmouth Tour – parent in attendance expressed concern regarding activities surrounding the Portsmouth tour.  Board agreed that the committee would meet with parent to discuss concerns further.
VIII. Old Business
a. Rec Registration – player registrations are in line with the prior year.  Season Kickoff Classic was held on 9/10/11 and ran smoothly.
b. SST -  Mary Claire Sopchyk reported on the status of tournament preparations.  Joe Higgins will help Mary Claire with concession set up and take down at Kaper Park.  Dibs feature of the website is now open and ready for volunteers to sign up for shifts.  Certificates of insurance have been requested from all vendors who will be onsite the weekends of the tournament.  Team registration is ongoing with 77 teams registered to date.  Rob Fankhauser with work with Jeff Barnes on referee scheduling.  Registration night will be held at Dunkin Donuts in Cary on Friday 9/23.  Team registration will close on Tuesday 9/20 and schedules will be ready for printing and bag stuffing night on 9/22.
