Called to order at approximately 7:38 PM.

I. President’s Opening Remarks – 
a. Ron Logan opened the meeting.
II. Attendance- Ron Logan, Kevin Barrett, Mark Lewis, Brad Wellmen, Caulbert Smith, Mary Claire Sopchyk, Joe Higgins, Bill Malone and Michael DiOrio.  
III. Secretary’s Report – Ron Logan made a revision to the June minutes regarding the promotion of the Portsmouth Tour and DOC report.  Kevin Barrett made a motion to accept the June minutes, second by Mark Lewis.
IV. Treasurer’s Report
a. Mary Claire Sopchyk reported that the June financial statements are showing a net income for the year of $28,947 .  These are the final financial statements for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2011.
Motion to accept Treasurer’s Report by Kevin Barrett, second by Mark Lewis.
V. D.O.C. Report
a. D.O.C. reported all girls teams have been registered with IWSL, boys teams have been entered and submitted to the YSSL. Tournaments have been identified for the fall season, pre-season camp schedules and fall practice schedules have been released.  Looking to add players at the U9 boys and U9 girls age groups.  1st round of HS Boys tryouts were held.

b. Summer Social is ongoing, summer camps begin July 18th.  Looking to add some additional programs utilizing players from University of Portsmouth.

c. Trainer reviews will take place in July.
VI. A.D.O.C. Report
a. A.D.O.C. reported that the Rec ID program, coaching education plan and program evaluation will be discussed at the executive board meeting taking place later in July.

VII. New Business
a. High School Rec Camp – Mark Lewis reported that a free camp for incoming freshmen playing in the Blackmore girls’ league will take place the week of July 18.  The camp will be run by Ray Krystal and Mark Olsen, Cary-Grove HS coaches.
VIII. Old Business
a. Summer Programs – D.O.C. reported that there has been an average attendance of 15-20 players per week at the Summer Social.  To date, summer camp registrations are down approximately 25 players from last year at this time.  Mark Lewis inquired about the promotion of the University of Portsmouth tour and the lack of marketing of the tour club-wide.  Discussion led to recommendations of setting up committees to plan club-wide promotion of the U23 program and any subsequent University of Portsmouth tours.  Ideas included notifying the press, increased communication to the club, utilizing players as ball kids.  
b. Rec Registration – Ron Logan reported that to date, rec registrations are down slightly from last year at this time. 
c. Budget – Mark Lewis expressed concern regarding declining travel numbers.  Several reasons for this decline were discussed including the aging population, declining rec league numbers in the younger age groups, the effect of the economy on families financial ability to commit to travel soccer. Final budget will be approved in executive board meeting later in July.
