Called to order at approximately 7:31 PM.
I. President’s Opening Remarks – Ron Logan opened the meeting. 
II. Attendance – Ron Logan, Mary Claire Sopchyk, Wendee Green, Kevin Barrett, Mark Lewis, Jeff Barnes, Brad Wellmen, Caulbert Smith, Bill Malone, Joe Higgins, Jeff Rojewski, Sam Puhar, Kathleen Scopa, Shelley Caesar, Dave Feuerhelm, George Kiddy, Kristopher Burns, Matt Clark
III. Secretary’s Report – The minutes of the May 2011 Board Meeting were reviewed.  Motion to accept the report made by Jeff, seconded by Kevin.
IV. Treasurer’s Report –Jeff Barnes presented the monthly financial reports.  The reports were submitted via email for review prior to the meeting.  Financials are on track.  A question regarding the CSA donation to the Cary Grove Food Pantry was made.  Concern was expressed whether it’s within the organization’s mission to contribute financially to another charitable organization.  The Board agreed that the point was valid and external sources would be sought to financially rectify the situation.  Motion to accept the April reports made by Kevin, seconded by Mark.   
V. D.O.C. Report
a. Currently 5 girls teams are capable of finishing in the top 2 of their divisions.  U17  Boys have made it to the semi-finals of the US Club Cup.  The season will finish by June 26.  
b. Memorial Day tournaments were unfortunately interrupted by bad weather.  Libertyville canceled their tournament (refunds pending) and Grove United canceled or shortened many games.
c. Practices are wrapping up for the season.
d. Boys teams are moving to the YSSL for 2011/12 season.

e. Tryouts were very successful this year. There were good numbers and the organization and running of the tryouts was very successful from all angles.  Teams are finalized and the registration meeting was held on June 12.  
f. All coaches are returning for the 2011/12 season with the exception of Paul Miceli.
g. Player Evaluations were released successfully.  Reply comment capability within the evaluation has proven to be a useful communication tool.
h. Promotion of Summer Camps, Summer Social, and the University of Portsmouth Tour is ongoing.

i. A question was made regarding why there weren’t two U13 Girls Teams to be formed for the 2011/12 season .  Brad Wellmen responded that the number of players to try out at that age group (26 players) didn’t support more than 1 team.  The question, “Can something be done to place 6 players from the former U12 White team ?”, was asked by a parent.  Brad Wellmen responded that he would explore potential opportunities for these players.

j. A comment was made regarding the scheduling difficulties for the U12 Girls White team this season.  Brad Wellmen suggested that we implement an end date in our scheduling next year.  This may alleviate the scenario where several games are rescheduled to occur after tryouts.

k. Additional comments were heard from the audience.  To attempt to draw more players into the travel program, perhaps a first year half price discount could be given.  Praise was given for the redesigned School of Excellence program.  Several recreational players were identified and came to tryouts this year.

VI. A.D.O.C. Report   
a. School of Excellence was successful this season.  CSA Youth Leaders assisted with the younger players.  Attendance for U8 and U10 was consistent.  Most Improved Players and First Team All American were selected from each age group.  Pictures were taken and have been posted on the website.  Several SoE players attended Defenders Tryouts.  Feedback from Recreational coaches suggests that the program is helping the recreational players.
b. Recreational Coaches Support e-mails are sent to coaches every Monday.  Practices plans and SOE session plans are incorporated into this e-mail.  27 Recreational Coaches took the Tosh Farrell Soccer Development Course.  Next season, a more formal online training format and field session will be planned.
c. Recreational Player ID program was implemented during weekly sessions by the SOE Coaches.  Several players attended travel tryouts and were offered spots and travel teams for the 2011-12 season.  
d. A successful first CSA Recreational Jamboree was held on June 11.  Vendors were on site promoting their respective businesses.  
VII. New Business
a. End of Season Rec Coaches Pizza Party – Approximately 20 coaches attended.  Coaches were asked for input on the soccer Jamboree and the overall soccer season.  Joe Higgins led the meeting and presented a summary to the Board and Caulbert Smith for review.  
b. Jamboree Recap– Overall, the Jamboree was a success.  For next year, it would help to have more volunteers and entertainment/contests, perhaps before school gets out and families leave for vacation. All age groups would like to have something special for the Jamboree.  Medals or trophies may be a good idea.
c. Recreational Registration – Registration numbers are more on track with last year’s figures.

VIII. Old Business
a. Summer Programs – Registration is underway for Summer camps.  The Summer Social program is ongoing.  Attendance has been roughly 20 kids each session.  
b. Budget –Finalized numbers are not yet available for travel and rec.  By the end of the month, these figures should be available, at which time a solid budget will be completed.
