I. President’s Opening Remarks – Ron Logan opened the meeting. 
II. Attendance – Ron Logan, Mary Claire Sopchyk, Wendee Green, Kevin Barrett, Mark Lewis, Jeff Barnes, Brad Wellmen, Bill Malone, Joe Higgins
III. Secretary’s Report – The minutes of the April 2011 Board Meeting were reviewed.  Motion to accept the report made by Jeff, seconded by Mark.
IV. Treasurer’s Report –Jeff Barnes presented the monthly financial reports.  The reports were submitted via email for review prior to the meeting.  Financials are on track.  The cash situation in May is better than predicted due to fewer tournament costs.  CSA Assist and recreational league costs were also lower.   Motion to accept the April reports made by Kevin, seconded by Mark. 
V. D.O.C. Report
a.  The season has started successfully for all girls teams.  The first round of US Club State Cup games have been completed.  U17 Boys have advanced to the double elimination stage.  
b. Nike Classic Tournament was canceled for the U10 Boys and U12 Boys Red.  Alternative tournaments are being evaluated for these two teams.
c. All practices are well underway; weather has caused some disruptions but coaches are on track with the make-up sessions.  Three Oaks School was used for some practices when Lions Park was closed.
d. Cary, Lake in the Hills, and Huntley Patch all ran an article about the U17 Boys.
e. Promotion for tryouts has begun.  Bill from Beyond-HS has been filming for a short promotional video.
f. Weekly conference calls with Staff Coaches are ongoing and continue to be effective.  Player Evaluations are completed and will be released no later than the week of May 9th.  Coaching Staff have developed “Player Improvement Cards” for U12 and under players to keep in their bag.
VI. A.D.O.C. Report   
a. School of Excellence has begun and is running extremely well.  CSA Youth Leaders have assisted with the younger players.  Attendance for U8 and U10 for the first four sessions has been very good.  Feedback from Recreational coaches suggests that the program is helping the recreational players.
b. Recreational Coaches Support e-mails are sent to coaches every Monday.  Practices plans and SOE session plans are incorporated into this e-mail.  Recreational Coaches will begin Coaches Online Education certification this month.  Observation and feedback of several coaches during games has been provided.
c. Recreational Player ID program has been implemented during weekly session by the SOE Coaches.  Several players have been identified and some have been given an invitation to join a travel team practice session.  
d. The basic outline for the Recreational League End of Season Jamboree has been developed with Ron Logan and Mark Lewis via conference call.  Coaches have been e-mailed regarding the Jamboree date.
VII. New Business
a. Budget – 
i. Recreational fees will remain the same.  Pre-K players will receive T shirts in lieu of shinguards next year.  
ii. Travel fees will remain the same for U11-U14 and High School Girls players.  U9 and U10 players will see a $100 reduction in fees.  High School Boys will go up to $1100 from $975 if the team is in the NISL Premiership.  Fees will remain stable if otherwise.

iii. Budget will be approved by the end of the month at an Executive Board meeting. 

b. Player Pass Online Uniform Ordering– Eurosport has set up an online ordering platform for CSA travel players.  We will no longer be taking uniform order and checks at Registration Night.  We will still provide a sizing kit at Registration Night, however.   We enter our players and their data into the Europort platform.   Eurosport then sends an e-mail to the players with a link and directions on how to order.  Orders are shipped directly to the players.  Both players and CSA get goal club points.  We can track who has ordered and what they ordered.  Any rebate offered to CSA by Eurosport would be provided at the end of the year.

b. Summer Program – Further discussion will occur offline, but CSA will pursue a summer program this year.
