I. President’s Opening Remarks – Ron Logan opened the meeting.  “I can’t believe this room is so full!  It’s great to see everyone!”

III. Secretary’s Report – The minutes of the November 2010 Board Meeting were reviewed.  

Motion to accept the report made by Kevin, seconded by Mark.
IV. Treasurer’s Report – As Jeff Barnes was not in attendance, Mary Claire Sopchyk presented the monthly financial reports.  The reports were submitted via email for review prior to the meeting.  Our current financials are on track with the budget.  The Sheppard Schleisman Tournament made $11,000 for the scholarship fund this year, a good year.  Motion to accept the December reports made by Kevin, seconded by Mark. 
V. D.O.C. Report
a.  Fall 2010 was an excellent season with U12 Girls White, U13 Girls Premier, U10 Boys Red, U11 Boys Red all undefeated and Champions in their division.  U10 Boys White, U13 Boys Red, and U14 Boys Red all finished 2nd place.    U10 Girls Red, U12 Girls Red, and U13 Girls White all finished 3rd place.  In addition, there were 4 tournament champions and 8 tournament runners up.
b. A discussion regarding bringing travel referee assigning within Cary Soccer was held.  Subject to the cost of the Arbiter program, motion to approve this bringing this task within CSA was made by Kevin, seconded by Mark.
c. In the Recreational League, work towards developing a Recreational Winter Player Identification Program is underway.  In addition, a new structure for the Recreational School of Excellence will be implemented in the spring season.
d. Professional staff coach’s evaluations are complete.  The DOC would like to appoint Caulbert Smith is the Assistant DOC effective January 2011.  Discussion with the Board on this subject will be held offline.  
e. Player evaluations are complete and have been distributed to all players.    Looking to implement a Pre-Academy Travel program for Spring 2011 for U9 and U14 Girls age groups.  Fundamental skills based winter training is underway for the travel teams.  A Girls Winter S.A.Q program has been implemented with Stefanie Hull coaching.   31 of 32 spots filled.   
  
VI. New Business
a. Office Space – Office space has been donated at 19 Spring Street in downtown Cary.  Signage, furniture and a new laptop have also been donated.  The new office space includes a conference room for private meetings.  Whether CSA’s lease will extend beyond the first twelve months will depend on the value experienced by the club over the first year.  Information regarding the new space has been e-mail blasted to our members and displayed as a news item.
b. Sponsorship – In collaboration with Mark Lewis, Brad Wellmen met with Harris Bank, Wickstrom Ford, and JK Technologies to discuss sponsorship opportunities.  $1000 in sponsorship funds have been obtained thus far.  

c. Raffle – The FA Cup Finals are being held in May in London.  A travel package with tickets to the game is a potential raffle opportunity.  The Board will hold an Executive Board meeting to discuss the details of this potential endeavor.
d. Summer League – Brad Wellmen will explore options for a summer “fun league”.  

VII. Old Business
a. Online Spirit Wear Store –  Mary Claire Sopchyk reported that the online apparel store may be open by the end of the month.  In addition, Eurosport will have a site for Cary Soccer uniform orders.
b. Cary Soccer Ball – The Cary Soccer Ball Dinner Dance and Silent Auction will be held February 11 at the Onion Pub and Brewery in Lake Barrington.   The event is open to all travel and recreational families and their friends. Tickets price will be set at $50 per person or $450 for a table of 10.  Included in the ticket price is a buffet dinner, non alcoholic beverages, beer tasting, and a cash bar.   A DJ will also be hired to provide music for dancing and to emcee the Silent Auction.  

c. Golf Outing Fundraiser – In light of the Cary Soccer Ball and the FA Finals Cup Raffle, CSA will not pursue a Golf Outing at this time.
